Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of December 11, 2014.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
Treasurer reported that withholding taxes from an election judge reimbursement were withheld in error in the amount of $9.95.  Error was corrected and check was mailed to election judge for this amount.  Treasurer asked Board to write “payroll” across the top of their claim form to help clarify in the future.  The draft of the workmen’s compensation report has been completed, now awaiting completion of W2’s and 1099’s to verify totals before finalizing.  There is a question as to the correct way of reporting election judge reimbursements when the person is also receiving a W2 from the township for other services which are taxable.  Treasurer will research before finalizing W2’s.  
Schmid made a motion to approve the bills as presented with an addition of five copies of MN Association of Townships Calendars.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to accept the agenda as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was given by Ralph Sanquist.  Some snowplowing was done on asphalt roads and a fair amount of sanding was done on icy roads.  A telephone call was received regarding Evening Drive, sanding was done.  Township signs are being inventoried regarding damaged, stolen, or down on ground.  Signs will be ordered and replaced as needed.  The low spots by the culvert on 209th Avenue have received gravel as needed.
Gary Korsgaden submitted zoning administrator report by email.  Report was reviewed.  
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No public comment.

Johnsrud shared information received from Sara Swanson regarding the public access on Long Lake.  If the land issue would have been contested forty years ago it may have been amended, at this time there is no way to contest.  Sara states: “As far as I can tell, the Plat of Rojean Estates has fee title to the land in question under Minnesota’s Marketable Title Act and could successfully defend any adverse claims concerning that title.”

Eric Munson addressed the Board regarding his “Petition for a Cartway”.  Board discussed with him the course of action needed to proceed.  

Information regarding the purchase of new voting booths was tabled to February.

Nasser made a motion that Frank Kruft continue as cemetery contact person.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to leave stipend and per diem the same as previous year with the exception of Treasurer to be $85 per meeting, the same as the Supervisors.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried with change to become effective as of January 8, 2015.

The request by Gary Korsgaden to review the fee schedule is tabled to February meeting.

DeLaHunt made a motion to set the date for the Board of Audit for February 20, 2015, at 9:30 a.m. meeting at the Town Hall.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to have the Park Rapids Enterprise as the Medium for Publishing and Johnson on the Water and the Town hall for posting.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The 2015 Meeting Schedule was reviewed and accepted as presented.
DeLaHunt made a motion to appoint Lila Kalish as deputy clerk.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
