The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of December 10, 2015.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report. Goeden made a motion to transfer $2000.00 from the General Fund to Planning and Zoning retroactive to the end of 2015.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Goeden made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Schmid made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The road report was presented by Todd Sanquist.  Roads were snowplowed and sanded as needed.  The inventory of signs has been started.

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  He mentioned that there had been an inquiry regarding the possible adoption of a road to the township by Rossman.

OLD BUSINESS
The proposed annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids was tabled to the next meeting.

Schmid reported that the by-laws of the Township Association are currently being reviewed and updated.  When a draft is complete it should be received (by email) by the clerk of each township for further review at individual Board meetings with a possible vote to be taken at the March Township Association meeting.
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Johnsrud visited with Charles Adrain, and one of Charles’ neighbors, regarding property on Friendly Bay Drive.  Johnsrud and Adrain will be meeting with an attorney next Wednesday to write up the deed for transfer of properties to the township as previously approved.

Johnsrud completed paperwork regarding tax exempt status for five parcels of township land.  These have been filed and will be due again in three years.

The vacation of a road in Dorset was tabled to the next meeting.

Treasurer Melott has completed the Workmen Compensation Audit which is due January 31, 2016.  Clerk has provided copies of all certificates of insurance as required.

NEW BUSINESS
Goeden made a motion to approve the liquor license request by L&B Inc (Companeros and Dorset House).  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser made a motion to leave the Chairman (DeLaHunt), Vice Chairman (Johnsrud), Road Liaison (Johnsrud), and Planning Commission Liaison (Johnsrud) the same as 2015.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to continue with Frank Kruft as the cemetery contact. Goeden seconded.  Schmid said he would continue to stay in contact with Kruft as needed.  Motion called and carried.

The Annual Stipend and per diem was reviewed.  Schmid made a motion to add “Road Tour/Supervisors to receive $100.00 for the first day and then the hourly rate of $10.00 thereafter if continued to another day” and “ $100.00 per day when attending MAT sponsored courses”.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to leave the fee schedule as is.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The date for the Henrietta Township Audit is set for February 9, 2016, at 9:30 a.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.  

Nasser made a motion to designate the Official Posing Places be the Park Rapids Enterprise, Johnson’s On the Water (Dorset), and the Henrietta Town Hall.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Goeden made a motion to adopt the 2016 Meeting Schedule as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
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Nasser made a motion to adopt the 2016 Board Directory as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott has completed the Report of Outstanding Indebtedness which will be taken to Hubbard County.

Johnsrud will complete the US Census Bureau request.

Gary Korsgaden was asked to check into the camper that is parked at Roger Peterka’s salvage yard where it appears that it is being lived in.  Also check that a current license and insurance are being pursued before business becomes active.  Roger Peterka’s salvage license renewal is tabled to the next meeting.
