Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,               Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of March 13, 2014.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud clarified amount stated.  Arvig on-line has been set up to receive billings.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Snowplowing and sanding of the roads was done as needed.  Trees are being cleaned from the ditches.  Snow and ice was cleared from the culvert on 210th Street.  Roger Plumley steamed out the culvert once.  Sweeping of the roads and intersections has begun with crack filling well on the way.  Some blading and pulling of the shoulders has been started.  A sprayer was purchased for use at the Sanquist gravel pit.  

Johnsrud reported on the Gravel Pit Certification Process.  This issue is tabled at this time.

The tracking of all road maintenance was discussed.  Ralph has records of work being done each month.  He will make a copy of these and give to the clerk to be recorded on a spreadsheet thereafter.
The Zoning Administrator Report was presented by Gary Korsgaden.  Gary K asked for clarification of the township ordinance regarding signage vs. county ordinance.  O’Dean Hokanson commented that the township attorney encouraged the township to include signage 
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within their ordinance.  He asked Gary K to make suggestions to the planning commission about changes to the ordinance that may clarify any issues.  It was stated that signs need to have a permit and permission from the landowner.  Gary K will talk to sign owners that are not in compliance at this time.  

Gary K informed the Board of his conversations with Mark Thomason regarding the splitting of an existing plat.  Johnsrud made a motion that Goeden talk to Attorney Troy regarding this issue and then inform Gary K how to proceed.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS
DeLaHunt informed the Board that the Annexation Amendment with the City of Park Rapids has been reviewed by Attorney Troy and a draft has been given to the City, awaiting their reply at this time.  

Schmid made a motion to accept Denver Drive/Denver Lane with Resolution #2014-03 and move forward.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. Goeden abstain.  Clerk was directed to take resolution to have recorded at the Hubbard County Recording Office.

Schmid made a motion to accept the increase from $25 per month to $27 per month regarding the Hubbard County DAC cleaning contract.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Contracts were signed regarding donation requests.  The clerk was directed by the Board to get a certificate of insurance from Hubbard First Response & Rescue Inc. before releasing their check.

Goeden and Schmid shared information from meeting with the City of Park Rapids regarding the fire contract.  Property values are taken directly from the auditor office and are updated.   The formula increased based on the number of fire calls within the township.  “Monies contributed to the relief association” should be deleted from wording.  All issues were clarified.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Goeden made a motion to accept Mike McMorrow contract as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. Schmid abstain.
Johnsrud made a motion to accept Resolution 2014-04, “The Issuance of a Temporary Liquor License” to PR Wrestling Boosters.  Schmid seconded.  There are no known complaints.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud reported that there are about twenty roads not recorded.  Flintlock Drive and Eddie Baxter Drive being the latest two roads adopted which the resolutions are in hand.  Clerk directed to record these two roads.  Johnsrud made a motion that the $10 hourly rate be paid for 
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time worked in tracking down old resolutions and getting information needed to record roads from previous years.   DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried. Schmid abstain.
The annual road tour is set for April 16, 2014, at 9:00 a.m. meeting at the Hubbard County Garage with April 30, 2014, as the alternate date.  Both dates to be posted.

Nasser made a motion to accept the contract with Ray Ball as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

DeLaHunt recommended a new desk computer be purchased when needed for the updated CTAS version which is expected to be out and working by the end of 2014.  Tabled until further notice.
The need for a certificate of insurance for each contractor paid $600 or more was discussed.  Contractor vs employee was discussed.  Information regarding the cemetery sexton was discussed.  This issue was tabled to the continued annual meeting scheduled for August 14, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.
Clerk was asked if the township had an administrative policy.  Tabled to next meeting. 
No planning commission meeting therefore no report.
