Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,               Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of April 10, 2014, with correction.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to accept the minutes as presented from the Board of Appeal and Equalization which were taken by Bob Hanson’s staff, signed by clerk.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of April 30, 2014, (Road Tour) with correction.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report. Correction was noted to change the memo, regarding the SWAD and Hubbard First Response checks, from donation to contract services.    Johnsrud made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

The change in order of #1 and #2 under New Business was made.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Roads were graded, shoulders were pulled, trees were cut from the ditch, asphalt roads were swept, and crack filling is continuing.  
Johnsrud presented signed Class I Gravel Agreement with State Bank for remaining gravel located at 19675 County Road 17.  This gravel will be used on Estate Drive in the building up of the approach.  Any remaining gravel will then be used on Dogwood Road.
Mike Sharkey updated the work done on Denver Drive/Denver Lane as per agreement to adopt road by township.  Spots for the signs needed were marked by Hubbard County.  Mike picked up 
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the signs on May 1, 2014.  They were put in place the same day.  Mike will reimburse township for the cost of the signs and the recording fee.  He extended a special thank you to Johnsrud and the clerk for their help in communicating information as needed to complete task.
Johnsrud presented information on each of the public access sites located in Henrietta Township.  Maps were given to clerk to file for future reference.  It was stated that a survey of the site would be needed before cleaning up of each access.
It was noted that road maintenance will be done before roads receive chloride.
Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administration Report.  He would like to go on the road tour next year to take pictures of signs and take note of any issues.  Gary stated that he responds to building permit applicants within ten days, asks that they meet at the town hall, and the applicant needs to do their own sketch of the proposed project. 

The Board asked that Gary K check into the new trailer home being brought in at 19643 165th Avenue, no permit was issued at this time.  It was asked if the Lakes Area Coop needed a permit to bring in two additional tanks.  The Board also asked Gary K to drive by and evaluate debris located on the Barrett Gravel Pit.  Are they within the conditional use permit guidelines?
Troy Gilchrist has approved the Thomason Plot to be divided, even though each lot is not size compliant to zone ordinance.  The proposed division would take three lots and make them into two.
OLD BUSINESS
DeLaHunt stated that the current annexation amendment is in the hands of the City of Park Rapids.  

The clerk was directed by the Hubbard County Recorder office that the road resolutions needed full descriptions of location, could have more than one road on each resolution, with a cost of $46 per recording of each resolution.

Resolution 2014-03 was amended to include a description and attached map.  Goeden made a motion to accept Amended Resolution 2014-03.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The clerk was directed to record Amended Resolution 2014-03 and forward billing to Mike Sharkey, the developer.

DeLaHunt made a motion to approve hours for the clerk to form a draft of an administrative policy.  No second.  Motion dropped.  Goeden volunteered to draft an administrative policy and bring to the next meeting.  DeLaHunt made this into a motion.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
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NEW BUSINESS:  
Kathy Grell, from Rolling Pines, attended the Planning Commission Meeting asking if she could split property where a mobile home park is located into individual sections for sale.  She was informed that this would not meet zone ordinance regarding size of property needed for each sections.
DeLaHunt expressed a sincere thank you, on behalf of the township, to Mary Anne Maurer for all the years of service as assessor for the township.  Mary Anne personally presented her resignation as of June 16, 2014.  She then introduced Ginger Woodrum as her recommendation to be considered for her replacement.  Ginger then presented a resume and answered questions from the Board.
Goeden made a motion to accept Mary Anne Maurer’s resignation as of June 16, 2014.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Mary Anne volunteered to email the clerk a sample advertisement to publish.    Schmid made a motion for Mary Anne to draft a sample advertisement, email to clerk, to be reviewed by DeLaHunt before publishing.  Goeden seconded.  This advertisement would be published in the Park Rapids Enterprise and posted on the MN Association of Accessing Officer website.  Motion called and carried.
The notice from the Hubbard County Assessor regarding an appeal from Larry Jordahl on his 2014 evaluation was read.  This is for Edgewood Resort regarding the “Ma and Pa Resort Classification” that was lost because of lack of papers being completed in a timely fashion.  This is outside of local township jurisdiction at this time.
Johnsrud made a motion to waive the rental fee for the Boulder Lake Association rental request.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Richard Max approached the Board as a follow-up to a letter previously written to the Board. In the letter he stated information that directly will affect his property regarding the Annexation Agreement with the City of Park Rapids.  A reply from the City of Park Rapids was received by the township and shared with him.  He will return to the Board, at a later date, asking for the township to support him in an effort to further amend the annexation agreement.
The Planning Commission Report was received via email and printed for this meeting.  It has been requested by the Planning Commission to have only three set meeting dates in a year, (May, June, and September), with more meetings only as needed, to be determined by the chairman, up

to one per month.  Goeden made this recommendation into a motion.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
