Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:03 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of April 9, 2015.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid added #4 under New Business regarding the cemetery.  Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda with addition.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph presented the road report.  Roads were bladed, shoulders were pulled in, crack filling is complete, trees and brush have been cleared as needed and pot holes have been filled in.  There are 51 tubs of crack filling material left which will be stored until next year.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve spraying the areas as identified during the road meeting (Early Bird Drive from107th to Highway 34, 209th from the intersection of 200th to Eden Drive, Fairway Drive and Farm View Drive) and to forward this information to Greg Hensel, Hubbard County Ag.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Tina says she received two billings from Hubbard County Recorder that are identical.  She is processing only one claim at this time.

The real estate taxes regarding Dakota Shores in the amount of $20 will need to be paid tomorrow, May 15, 2015.  Johnsrud volunteered to deliver the payment to the court house tomorrow.

Discussion was held regarding reimbursement of hours over a four hour meeting at the rate of $10 per hour.  This will be reviewed when the compensation schedule for 2016 is approved.

Treasurer shared that CTAS 8 has a problem regarding calculating payroll.  The State is aware of the problem.  Treasurer is currently still using CTAS 7.
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DeLaHunt made a motion to approve the bills.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Gary Korsgaden presented zoning administrator report.  The fee needs to be discussed regarding Great River Energy permit.  Rick Kempnich requests if there are and questions regarding Companeros and/or Dorset House ask the person to contact them directly.  Options are being reviewed for the future of this property by the landowners.
Jon and Judy Larson are requesting a subdivision of property to be less than the five acre minimum required by the zoning ordinance. The actual acreage if split would be 4.45 acres.  The only way to do this would be to request a zoning change.  The Board agrees to enforce zoning ordinance as is.

Chairman DeLaHunt moved Fred and Debbie Dally, regarding the dog kennel project, next on the agenda.  The planning commission voted to waive the public meeting in regards to this permit.   Goeden stated that there is no choice, a public meeting is required.
There was discussion regarding notification of 350 feet from the new structure versus 350 feet from the property line. It was stated that the intent of a public hearing is to notify neighbors of the plan being considered.  Board decided that all property owners within 350 feet of the property line need to be notified by a letter and that a public meeting needs to be held.  The $600 fee to the Dally’s would be their complete cost for the public hearing.   Map can be posted at the town hall and the letter will state where it can be found.  DeLaHunt moved to set date for public hearing on June 2, 2015, at 5:00 p.m.  Johnsrud seconded.  Planning commission members are reminded the need to visit on site before the public hearing.  Planning commission will send letters, post and publish as needed.  Gary K clarified that all the cost over the $600 would be paid by the township.  Motion called and carried.
Old Business:
The Great River Energy timeline was reviewed and changes will be made as needed.  Discussion was held regarding the cost to charge regarding paper and ink used for copies.  Goeden made a motion that we charge .20 per copy regarding the Great River Energy project.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Discussed the updated draft received from Great River Energy after the planning commission had already reviewed.  Refer to time table, on site needs to be done yet.  Copies of the completed surveys received will be mailed to Great River Energy.  The letter stating the concerns from Ark Hospital were read.  The Board is the final approval of the EA but would need a final draft before reviewing again.  Goeden feels time line needs to be moved back to give time for the Planning Commission to meet again on June 2, 2015, to review final draft.  Johnsrud would like
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thirteen copies of the final draft of the EA to him no later than May 27, 2015, so he can distribute to the Planning Commission to review before the June meeting.  Goeden would like to note a change needed in reference to the Pickett Overlay which needs to be shown on the map included in the EA.  Changes recommended by the Planning Commission should be forwarded to Great River Energy.  
Contract signed with “Support Within Reach. Resolution 2015-02 was reviewed then signed. Both were approved at the previous April meeting.  
Application for tax-exempt property was completed and signed by the Chairman regarding Dakota Shores Property.   This property is to be used exclusively for public purposes.  Johnsrud will take completed application to the Auditor office.

Gary K found that the zoning ordinance states landowners within a quarter of a mile are to receive a letter notification. Goeden states township ordinance reads as one quarter mile of the property or at least ten property owners, whichever includes the greatest number of property owners.  Gary K stated that all landowners will be notified one quarter of a mile from property lines regarding the Dally’s public hearing.
A signed contract from Ray Ball was reviewed.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept contact as it is the same as last year.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The new voting booths have arrived; one is set up for viewing.  They are stored in the backroom each in a protective outer box.  Johnsrud will take care of the old voting booths.

Clerk states that it would cost $34 to $40 dollars to order a township seal from Haas Printing plus a $5 set up fee. Johnsrud made a motion to order a seal from Haas Printing.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser stated that the heating element in the hot water heater was burned out.  It is set up with 30 amp breaker and it should be a 15 amp.  This unit is only a 110 unit.  A new heating element has been installed. No current billing has been received.  The issue regarding electrical hook up is tabled to the next meeting.
New Business:

The Local Board of Equalization minutes are on file.  Copies of the letters have been received and will also be filed.   
Peterka insurance certificate is due May 23, 2015.  Schmid will talk with him regarding information needed by the township.

Schmid has talked with Frank Kruft regarding the cemetery.  He has turned in a signed claim form for reimbursement for the last two years; a 1099 will be issued to him at year end.  Frank will write a report once a year and give to the Board before the March annual meeting.  Frank gave the Board an updated list of burials from 2001 to current.  Schmid volunteered to be cemetery liaison.
Planning Commission Report was reviewed as received.  

Johnsrud stated that no additional letters need to be mailed out to landowners regarding the Great River Energy public hearing, just the normal procedure of posting and publishing still needs to be done.  The list of homeowners that were notified initially, by letter, regarding the Great River Energy project was reviewed.   Planning commission will set the public hearing date, post and publish.

Clarification of the notification process should be made at the next regular meeting reading directly from the zoning ordinance.
