Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Road Tour Minutes of April 27, 2015, and May 14, 2015.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of May 14, 2015.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid will talk with Frank Kruft to verify both checks received as shown on Treasurer Report have also been recorded in his cemetery records.

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Chairman moved the Assessor Report from new business to right after Zoning Administrator Report.  Clerk is to make this change on all future agenda outlines.  With this change noted Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Roads were bladed, 219th Avenue was crack filled, trees and brush were cut as directed, and pot holes were fixed as needed on 209th Street.  His men cleaned up by a drive way on the west side of Long Lake. Ralph feels that the road west of Long Lake (Deer View Road) could be fixed by cutting the crown out of road to divert water to the west bank.  The estimate regarding work on 189th Avenue was given to Board.  The striping of the roads will be done by the County.  All noxious weed spraying of Township ditches will be completed in the near future.

Penny Vikre and Mark Peterson (township assessors) presented their future plan of visitation.  There were no questions from the Board at this time.

During Public Comment Mike Sharkey presented information regarding his desire that the township clean up the public access at the end of 160th Street.  This is a shared access with Hubbard Township.  DeLaHunt will talk with Hubbard Township Chairman regarding this issue.  No action taken at this time.

OLD BUSINESS
Great River Energy was represented by Michelle Lommel.  Questions were answered with any follow up answers to be given to clerk.  Clerk will oversee letters, public notice to be posted and published, and information to be posted on the EQB site.  Planning Commission is to conduct public hearing and minutes.
Johnsrud made a motion to accept a final draft of the environmental assessment presented after all corrections recommended by Planning Commission are made and, in addition, it is to be noted on 4.3.3 that there is currently one mining operation near the project area.  Nasser seconded motion to include all corrections and addition.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to set a Public Hearing regarding Great River Energy on July 7, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Letters are to be mailed out to all landowners within a quarter mile of project on either side of line.  

Clarification was made from the zoning ordinance regarding notification process of CUP.  The actual form should be corrected to “quarter mile” notification.
There was discussion between Board and public attendance regarding the proposed CUP for the purpose of a dog kennel requested by Dally’s.  Goeden made a motion to approve the recommendation of the planning commission to approve the CUP with the added stipulations:

1.  All state and county licensing and regulations shall be adhered to.

2. All dogs boarded at the kennel must have current vaccinations for rabies, dis-temper and kennel cough.

3. Dogs will not be allowed outside from 7:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. 

4. Only fifteen dogs will be allowed outside at any one time.

5. All boarded dogs will be required to be on leash anytime outside of the facility.

Johnsrud seconded with above stipulations.  Motion called and carried.  Gary Korsgaden will find out if there is a waiting period that applies.

Johnsrud made a motion to order a desk style embossing seal for the township which has the words: Henrietta Township, Established in 1837.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The hot water heater element has burned out again.  This is tabled to next meeting.
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Roger Peterka’s Insurance Certificate has been received.

NEW BUSINESS
MN Association of Township Membership Cards were distributed to Board members.

The request from a title company for a “blanket special assessment search” was discussed.  Board not approved.

The Planning Commission Report was reviewed as presented.
