Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of May 8, 2014.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Nasser made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

DeLaHunt made a motion to stop payment on check number 9694, stop payment, and reissue check.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to add a billing of $10,440 to the State Bank for 260.10 yards of gravel taken from the Kotowski gravel pit under contract with State Bank.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid asked to be added to the agenda to address the town board on behalf of resident.  Johnsrud requested to be added to the agenda for other issues as needed.  Goeden made a motion to accept the agenda with additions.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Roads have been bladed as needed.  Dogwood Road has been graveled and still need to seed and drag.  The center ¾ mile of 209th Avenue has been graveled.  Estate Drive has been graveled and road work done as directed.  Special attention was given to make the road fit with Highway 34 with some shoulder work still needing to be done.  The balance of the gravel left at the Kotowski Gravel Pit was hauled to the Sanquist Gravel Pit to be used as needed.  State Bank inspected the Kotowski Gravel Pit and was satisfied as to the removal of gravel and clean-up of property.
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Johnsrud reported that a dead dog has been removed from the road right of way after several telephone conversations with a resident.

On June 2, 2014, Todd Sanquist, Ralph Sanquist and Johnsrud went to a landowner’s property located on Deer View after receiving a telephone complaint about a water issue. The driveway in question was blacktopped in 2000.  Possible solutions were discussed.  Schmid made a motion to get two quotes to survey the whole road, Deer View Road.  Nasser seconded.  This survey would be from County Road 6 to 164th Street.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud stated he felt there was a safety issue on 189th Avenue regarding the brush in the right of way next to the Heartland Trail.  Gartner’s own property next to trail so maybe they would agree to the removal of trees that block the view of the trail crossing the road.  Goeden made a motion to remove all brush and tree cover on 189th Avenue by the Heartland Trail in the road right of way.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Chuck Johnson contacted Johnsrud regarding washboard road on Echo Lane/Drive.  Sanquist will grade.
Schmid reported that there is a two foot deep gully where four wheelers have dug up by Friar Road.  Sanquist stated he could dump some rock into the gully.

Johnsrud has received email from Dennis Endorf and Lynn Vad requesting continued use of fog coat on their roads.

Johnsrud was contacted regarding damage done on Electron Drive and within the town hall parking lot.  Contact was then made with the sheriff office.  Individual was found.  Repair work was done by individual.  Ralph was asked to watch for any further destruction due to use of ATV’s.
Nasser stated that there was still a Henrietta Township Building Permit sign still in Discovery Circle that needed to be taken down.

The Zoning Administrator written report was reviewed.   Schmid stated that John Corbid would like to construct a new building next to the old town hall.  John has talked to Gary K about ordinances to be followed.  Through discussion it was determined that this location was zoned R1 and therefore those guidelines would need to be followed not commercial as previously discussed.  Schmid would follow up with land owner.

DeLaHunt received telephone call regarding the need of a permit.  He directed him to Gary K.

There was no public comment.
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OLD BUSINESS
DeLaHunt stated that the City of Park Rapids adopted the Annexation Amendment as written at their Tuesday night meeting.  Johnsrud made a motion to adopt Resolution 2014-06 Third Amendment to Joint Resolution for Orderly Annexation.  Goeden second.  Motion called and carried.  DeLaHunt abstained.

Goeden made a motion to table the Administrative Policy to the next regular meeting.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Each supervisor was encouraged to review a sample policy on the MN Association of Township web site.  Motion called and carried.

Clerk reported still waiting for a billing for signs from Hubbard County Highway to pass on to Mike Sharkey.  This will be done as soon as current billing is received.

NEW BUSINESS
Schmid made a motion to meet on Monday, June 30, 2014, at 7:00 p.m. to review assessor contract and interview candidates at half hour intermits.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Clerk directed to contact each candidate and set up interview time slots and post notice.  If all candidates cannot make this night, interviews are to be set up before the next regular scheduled meeting.  This meeting would begin at 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, July 10, 2014.  Steve Skoog asked for the dollar amounts of each bid.  Board approved this information to be released as public information.  
Schmid stated that he had stopped and talked to employees at Peterka Junk Yard letting them know the fence was an issue.  He will talk with Roger Peterka telling him the fence must go up and be in good repair or his license may be suspended.

A request from Kim Nord for a picture of the zoning areas of Henrietta Township was discussed.  She will be referred to the Headwaters Regional Development out of Bemidji, attention Tim Flathers.

The HP Laser Jet Printer, located at the town hall, will continue to be used with the new computer system that is to be installed at a later date.  Therefore supplies should be ordered as needed to maintain.

MN Association Government Discount Cards were passed out to Board Members.  Clerk will contact them to receive one more card as needed.

Owners of Mainstream Motors requested MN Department of Public Safety form be completed by Henrietta Township so that they could continue to sell vehicles from their place of business. (Located on the property acquired from Denman’s.)  The zoning administrator will be directed to complete papers as needed.

Schmid spoke on behalf of a local Dorset resident in regards to all the satellite shops being opened on Dorset Main Street with no bathroom facilities available.  It was decided that this would be a State of Minnesota issue not township.
Johnsrud shared that Mike Sharkey would like to donate Lot 17a, Block-001, .19 ac from the Reserve at Dakota Shores to be used for additional parking at the Henrietta Township Public access. In acceptance the Township would agree to allow the existing sign to remain.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept the donation of Parcel #R1374-01800 and leave the existing sign where it is located.  Goeden seconded.  Board directed clerk to contact him informing him that the Board accepts his offer and thank you for the generous donation.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud will follow up on ownership of Parcel 13.50.00100 and see if a quick claim deed is needed back to the township.

Johnsrud received a telephone call from Pearson Brothers asking if other townships would have their work done at the same time therefore sharing the cost of moving of their equipment.  

The seal coating needed this year to include 169th Avenue (2 miles) and 170th Street (one mile).  Johnsrud made a motion to send out quote requests to Pearson Brothers, Aztech, and Howard’s Driveway for this work.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud presented the June 2, 2014, minutes from the Planning Commission.  The Planning Commission accepted the change of meeting dates to only May, June, and September.  This schedule will be retyped and posted to reflect this change.

Goeden made a motion to accept the resignation of Paul Larsen and appoint John Larson for the position.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion that the planning commission changes their bylaws to allow an alternate sixth person with voting rights.  Johnsrud seconded.  Not carried.  Tabled to next meeting.

An officer from Hubbard County Sheriff’s Department was present.  The Board extended a thank you for the diligent work regarding the parking lot issue with the ATV.  There was a request made that 185th Avenue more patrol and also the stop sign on 169th Avenue, at the corner of Hafner’s Greenhouse, be watched more carefully.
