Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of June 11, 2015.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  Schmid made a motion to accept report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  A clarification was made that monies to the Hubbard First Response and Hubbard County Soil and Water should be coded as contract services not as a donation.

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Meadowbrook was added to the agenda under new business #7.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve agenda with this addition.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were bladed as needed.  Johnsrud and Ralph looked at problem areas of township roads.  

Jim Cashman presented to the Board a proposal to move Emerald Island Circle road slightly to the west to make it located on the actual easement which exists between the township and the landowner.  The township road stops with the private road continuing to a turn-around site.  The township has been using this site as needed.  The landowner would continue to allow neighbors access as needed.  The Board showed concern regarding the location of the sewer system.  Landowner would agree to mark existing sewer system before any road work would begin.  Johnsrud made a motion to allow Sanquist Construction to move the Cashman road to the easement site as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Road work would include the gravel as needed.  The landowner stated that September would be a good time for them to have the road work done.  Landowner stated that he would tend to the vegetation and landscape when the road itself was completed.  Monies for road project would be funded by the township.  Motion called and carried.
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Ralph updated a quote to $19,920 for road work from 169th Avenue to Deer View Drive.  An additional cost of approximately 750 feet of gravel would also incur.  Ralph will talk with Offutt before proceeding.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept the estimate as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid stated that Friendly Bay Drive needs work on the corner to open up the trees so you can see better and also to shape up the road.  Johnsrud has current information regarding an estimate for this work.  This issue was tabled until a later date.
Gary Korsgaden presented his zoning administrator report.  It was discussed that Meadowbrook has expressed the desire to purchase a food truck.  The zoning ordinance states that a temporary structure permit would be needed, not to exceed a six month period, at the cost of $50.  Gary K will talk to the organizer of Taste of Dorset to inform them of the ordinance.  A tent would not be considered a structure.

Gary K will be following up the possible split of Niemeyer property.

OLD BUSINESS
Johnsrud made a motion to accept the recommendation from the Planning Commission to approve the CUP for Great River Energy.  Nasser seconded.  Goeden would like the Findings of Fact form to be filled in with reasons and detail.  Board then addressed each question and completed with explanations.  Motion called and carried.
The fee for the Public Hearing regarding Great River Energy will be added to their itemized billing.  Clerk will record CUP when completed.

The seal for the township has been ordered from Haas Printing.

The hot water heater electrical hook-up has been taken care of at this time.

NEW BUSINESS
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Boulder Lake town hall rental application and to waive all fees.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid talked with Laura Kempnich regarding a liquor license being applied for.  She stated they were not going to pursue at this time.
A letter received from Brad and Ginny Rutter was reviewed.  The township is looking at getting a no cost permit from the county to restore this area back to natural.  No further action taken at this time.  

Signatures from each Board member were received to complete the Federal Surplus Property application for renewal.  This application for authorization to purchase needs to be completed and approved every three years.
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The continued annual meeting is scheduled for August 13, 2015, at 6:30 p.m.
Schmid made a motion for enrollment to be done to the Minnesota Unemployment for wages to be reported as needed to begin on this meeting night of July 9, 2015.  Johnsrud seconded.  Clerk will work with the Treasurer to complete process.  Motion called and carried.

Written report from the Planning Commission was reviewed.
