Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of June 12, 2014.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Minutes from the Special Meeting of June 30, 2014, were presented.  Table to next meeting.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Treasurer noted that settlement was received of about $220,000 which will show in July report.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to accept agenda as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Black dirt, seed, and mulch were put in the ditch of Estate Drive.  The work is complete on this road at this time.  Various township roads were bladed as needed.  Gil Palmer was contacted about blading on his road.  Gil felt the road was being bladed too much.  Work has started on pulling in the shoulders on 170th Street, Cliff Road.  It will also need work done with disk.  Chloride should be completed within two weeks.
A big hole on the edge of the tar, north of Zorba’s, right off of 40, was seen.  Officer Stacey will notify County of this problem.

Road work planned to include:  clearing on 189th Avenue, locate a culvert on 210th Street, and seed ditches on Dogwood Road.

Received phone call from Larry May regarding 192nd.  This is not a township road.
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The minimum maintenance roads off of 209th Avenue and 189th Avenue need to have a brush mower go through and clean up.  The gate will be open during the period of this maintenance to fulfill the requirement of having gate open at least one day per year.

There is a Henrietta Township zoning sign located in Discovery Circle that needs to be removed.

Gary Korsgaden presented his zoning administrator report.  Section 80 of the current zoning ordinance was reviewed.  It was pointed out that no signs should be present in the road right-of-way.  This would include political signs, rummage sale signs, garage sale signs, realtor signs, and such.  There was discussion about starting to pull these signs.  Permits are required for most signs as stated in zoning ordinance.  DeLaHunt suggested that the Sheriff make a public announcement on the radio in regards to this sign issue.  This would make this information more known to the general public.
Gary K will research the issue of additional large tanks located at Lakes Area Coop.  A garage quarters, owned by Greg and Lisa Ackerman, was discussed regarding the issue that the guest house exceeds the 1000 square feet as stated in the zoning ordinance.  Board agreed that the guest house as presented would not meet zoning ordinance and they would have to comply.
Nasser stated that there is a stop sign down on 81 and 112 (185th Avenue).  He feels this should be a four way stop.

Schmid talked to Peterka regarding the fixing of his fence.  They will fix fence.  

OLD BUSINESS
The Annexation Amendment with the City of Park Rapids was signed by Judge Timothy J. O’Malley on July 8, 2014.  DeLaHunt will talk with Attorney Troy to make sure it is being recorded.

Goeden made a recommendation to accept the Administrative Policy as presented.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept the Administrative Policy as presented.  Schmid seconded.  This policy would take the place of any and all policies previously adopted regarding these issues.  Goeden requested that the policy be posted on the web site.  Motion called and carried.
Sharkey has reimbursed the Township for recording fee and signs in the amount of $189.40 regarding Denver Drive/Denver Lane.  Income will be posted as a reimbursement to these expenses.

The Quitclaim Deed was received from Sharkey Construction Inc. regarding Lot 17A, Block 001 .19 AC, Parcel # R13.74.01800.  Clerk will have recorded. On behalf of the Board a sincere thank you is extended to Sharkey for this generous donation of land.  

Nasser made a motion to destroy old files that were audited at the last meeting.  Schmid seconded.  Files to be destroyed are 2005 information including check stubs, cash receipts, bank statements, 2004 cash receipts, and 2002 cash receipts.  Motion called and carried.
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Gary K volunteered to purchase a drop box to be placed at the town hall as previously decided upon.

Nasser made a motion to accept Pearson Brother’s quote as received.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Contract signed by Chairman DeLaHunt.  Clerk to make copy and mail.

Schmid talked with Kevin Lindow and Arrow Surveying regarding quotes for survey of Deer View Road.  Kevin Lindow stated there would be a cost of $300 for the research needed to provide a quote.  Schmid stated that it was made known that the Township needs to know where the lines are and have them staked.  DeLaHunt made a motion to spend the $300 as needed to receive a quote from Lindow Mapping and Surveying.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid has talked with the employees at Peterka’s junk yard.  They said they would begin work on putting the fence back up.  Goeden made a motion that if no significant work is done in ten days a letter should be drafted and sent to him regarding the repair of the fence.  Johnsrud seconded.  According to Peterka’s permit the fence needs to be maintained.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to accept the new bylaws of the Planning Commission.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser made a motion to approve the recommendation made to offer the assessor contract to Mark A. Peterson and Penny S. Vikre.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
