Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott, and                    Dacle Schmid Jr. 

Announcement was made that Clerk is currently in the hospital.  Clerk will be working from the recorded meeting to follow.  All information for tonight’s meeting made available by the Clerk to Schmid.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of June 9, 2016.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott found her report to be missing the current disbursements.  She will rerun reports to be given at a later time tonight.  

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Todd Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were bladed as needed.  Gravel was put on Farmview Road.  On 219th Avenue spots were repaired of the tar and chip as needed.  The dips on 170th Street were dug out and filled properly. Shoulder work was completed on 170th Street.  Gravel was placed as needed on 209th Avenue.  Trees were cut as needed on 210th Street.
Johnsrud read estimate received from Sanquist Construction regarding the clean- up of access on Dakota Beach Road.  Estimated cost for Henrietta Township of $2,200 and Hubbard Township of $900 with a total of $3,100.  DeLaHunt will relay the information to Hubbard Township for their consideration of this proposed shared township work.  This is tabled to next meeting.
Work on the dips on Dakota Shores Road will proceed with approval given at the road tour.

Schmid stated work may be needed on the two dips by Mark Sween’s residence.

Goeden made a motion to repair dips on Driftwood Lane and apply asphalt as needed.  Schmid seconded.  Clarification was made that the asphalt would be completed when available from a nearby location so cost would not be so great for transporting.  Todd Sanquist stated it would

cost about $4,000 per dip/hole depending on how much was found, removed, and filled.  Motion called and carried.

Gary Korsgaden presented Zoning Administrator Report.  He has had contact with the owners’ of the food trailers in Dorset regarding renewing permits.  He states there is an issue on 107th by Long Lake with campers parked there which have built a deck.  The building of the deck is the issue.
The building of a deck at the Jokela Rodeo Grounds was discussed.  There was no permit in place before the construction; therefore the cost of the permit of $50 would be doubled to $100.  A certified letter has been mailed to Randy Jokela informing him of the issue.  DeLaHunt will follow up with Randy personally showing him the complete building permit schedule which is in place.  This issue is tabled to next meeting.

It was also brought to Gary K attention that there is construction in process off of 112th and 189th, Meyer’s property.  Gary K will check into the matter.

Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer’s Report stating that it includes the deposits she will be depositing after tonight’s meeting which would not have been on her original report.  Goeden made a motion to approve as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

During Public Comment Brenda Carpenter, Mark and Kathie Lehmann voiced questions and concerns regarding work being done or not done on Deer Drive at the public access.  Johnsrud replied that the work being done on Deer Drive is to establish access lines with Kevin Lindow completing the survey.  The certificate of survey will be recorded.  Trees were cut down only as needed.  The township wants nothing to be stored and/ or parked on the public access as has been done in the past.  There may be some work done regarding the ice ridge that was formed by the lakeshore.  Discussion was had regarding the possible placing of a “No Parking” sign if needed in the future.  Johnsrud made a recommendation to the Board that a letter of intent be mailed out to property owners before work would proceed.

David Faber expressed his concerns with sand, gravel, and water run-off from Deer View Road unto and across his property.  He asks the Board to evaluate what could be done to help alleviate this problem in the possible tarring of the road or possible reshaping of the road.  DeLaHunt gave some background information regarding this road issue.  It was discussed that multiple water retention areas may help, but who would let these be on their properties?  Todd Sanquist stated that in reshaping the road for one property owner, another property owner would then not like what the reshaping may do to his property.  The Board will revisit the issues of this road.  Johnsrud will contact David Faber when this is to be done so he can be in attendance.
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OLD BUSINESS:

DeLaHunt will contact Troy Gilchrist regarding the proposed annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.  This is tabled to the next meeting.

Johnsrud and Gary Korsgaden have had contact with Susan Tostenson regarding the operation of Peterka’ Scrap Metal.  They are no longer living on the property.  They are working on getting their license and insurance into place.  This is tabled to the next meeting.

Johnsrud has paperwork completed regarding the possible adoption of Field View Trail.  He is waiting for landowners’ paperwork to be completed.  This is tabled to the next meeting.

Johnsrud has talked with Environmental Services regarding the proposed restoration of the Hubbard/Henrietta Township public access.  DeLaHunt will contact Hubbard Township regarding the estimate received for the proposed work.  This is tabled to the next meeting.

Todd Sanquist will provide the number of buckets of tar and cost of each that was paid for by Henrietta Township to be billed to Straight River Township.   Billing will then be mailed to Straight River Township for reimbursement only.

An estimate of $3,748 was received from Park Rapids Plumbing regarding air conditioning for the town hall.  Electric service hook-up would have to be contracted out with electrical company.  Nasser will contact Tim Ulvin and Schmid will contact Andy’s Plumbing for additional estimates.
NEW BUSINESS
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the liquor license for the Phoenix Restaurant Group d/b/a Dorset Chick’N Coop Restaurant and Bar.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Discussion was held regarding closing date being August 15, 2016, but asking for permit prior to that date.  The Board was assured that a signed purchase contract is in place.  Johnsrud amended his motion to read:  I move to consent to the application for a liquor license for the Phoenix Restaurant Group d/b/a Dorset Chick’N Coop Restaurant and Bar.  DeLaHunt seconded the amended motion.  Motion called and carried.  Schmid will get Clerk’s signature and deliver application to Dorset Café tomorrow.

DeLaHunt made a motion to appoint Ken Kalish to replace Sharon Koskela as election judge.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to approve the town hall rental for July 23, 2016, with the fee being waived for Boulder Lake Association.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
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Clarification was made the GovOffice fees are regarding the township web site.  This fee will be going up about $40 per year.

The “Filing Notice” has been published and posted.  The filing period is from August 2 through 5:00 p.m. on August 16, 2016.  An appointment can be made by calling 218-732-4395 or 612-819-5822.  Supervisor A, Supervisor B, and Treasurer are open offices.

The Continued Annual Meeting is scheduled for August 11, 2016, at 6:30 p.m.

Information was shared from the Summer Short Course.  The LBAE certification is now available on-line.  The Board, as a whole, did not like the evening hours for the short course.

A written resignation was received by the Board from Deborah Anderson, clerk, as of   December 31, 2016.
Johnsrud stated that there has been a complaint to MN DOT regarding the speed on 210th Street.  This issue will be discussed at a later date.

Johnsrud stated that County Ordinance #35 was reviewed with the Planning Commission with no concerns found.
