Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott,                     Dacle Schmid Jr. and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of July 14, 2016.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer Report. Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were bladed as needed.  The low spots on Dakota Shores Drive have been fixed, awaiting asphalt.  There was a lot of clean up after the wind storm.  Storm damage cleanup included Echo Lane/Drive, 209th Avenue, Eddie Baxter Drive, 180th Street, Evening Drive, 219th Avenue and 189th Avenue.  Johnsrud will be getting dollar numbers together to give to the county regarding possible aid in the storm cleanup cost.
Johnsrud reported that Ray Ball is planning to start the full cut of the ditches the second week of September.

Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  He asked contact information regarding the Taste of Dorset as he has permit information to obtain.  Schmid told him he could contact the owners of the Trading Post.  The sign by George’s Barn has been taken down but the billboard is still there.  The Hubbard County Highway Department will be contacted.  
Discussion was held regarding signs being posted in the road right of way, “sale signs” and “political signs” being the examples given.  The Board agreed that if the sign is on the “back slope” it should be left alone.  If it is in the road right of way it would be in violation of the zoning ordinance, therefore Gary K should contact land owner in a courteous manner to inform them of the violation.
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It was noted that the Great River Energy Project is on way with wire going up as was previously permitted.  Gary K was asked to verify that a permit had been obtained for the cabin being built on the Meyer’s property.

During Public Comment Ken Treichel addressed the Board regarding a major dip on Evening Drive.  It was verified that this is a township road.  There are three major dips which should be addressed.  Johnsrud will meet with Ralph and Todd to look at the road.  Johnsrud made a motion to proceed with repair on Evening Drive, waiting to asphalt until it is available locally.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
OLD BUSINESS
Per Troy Gilchrist, because there was no boundary change in the latest annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids, there is no further action to be done.   
Gary K was asked to contact Jed at Hubbard County regarding the progress of the new owners of Peterka’s Scrap Metal yard towards receiving license and insurance to operate business.  Gary K will also talk with Rob Black and Susan Tostenson regarding their intentions.

The possible adoption of Field View Trail (off of Farmland Trail) is tabled to next meeting.

Johnsrud has had multiple contacts regarding the public access off of Dakota Beach Road.  If he oversees the project personally no permit would be required as it fits under the description of restoration only.  He would need to give the County a starting and finishing date before work could be started.  DeLaHunt has talked with Hubbard Township Supervisor who agrees that only one contractor should be used by both townships to complete project.  Goeden made a motion to proceed with the restoration of the public access off Dakota Beach Road, adjacent to Long Lake.  Schmid seconded.  The Board asked Sanquist to bill each township directly for their share of the project.  Ralph stated it would be a couple of weeks before the project could be completed, but it would be done before the next meeting.  Motion called and carried.
The shared billing with Straight River Township regarding tar is tabled to the next meeting allowing Johnsrud time to gather all information needed.

Johnsrud reported that the proposed work on Deer Drive public access would require a variance request at the cost of $275 and a shoreline alteration permit at the cost of $75.  DeLaHunt made a motion to proceed with the project on Deer Drive public access.  Goeden seconded.  Johnsrud will pay costs, to be reimbursed by the Township.  Motion called and carried.

Estimates received regarding the installation of air conditioning to the Town Hall were discussed.  Nasser report that he had not received estimate from Ulvin.  Schmid reported that Andy’s does not do air conditioning.  Johnsrud will contact Samuelson.  Nasser will contact Ackerman.  This matter was tabled to the next meeting.

The Jokela building permit issue has been resolved.  Gary K was asked to follow up with them giving them a copy of the zoning ordinance and informing them of the date of the next Board meeting if they had any further questions.
Johnsrud reported on the Deer View Road (previously known as Road CC) problem regarding the water run -off.  Johnsrud and DeLaHunt have met with a SWCD employee to evaluate the problem and look at solutions with possible funding available.  The prior information from Benson and Associates is being located.  It is felt that the road may not be where it should be.  A survey may have to be done to verify road location.  No permit would be needed.  Possible solutions were discussed including correcting the road and/or breaking it off and dumping in several little basins on the way.  Landowners would have to be contacted before any work would proceed.    

NEW BUSINESS
Minnesota Revenue has notified Township that the amount of the 2017 Certified Town Aid is $2,791 which will be disbursed half in July, half in December.

MATIT Workmen’s Compensation Dividend was received in the amount of $625.

The rope on the flag pole was discussed.  O’Dean Hokanson will follow up on any repairs needed.

The expanded services of Park Rapids Enterprise were reviewed from information received.

The Sanquist Construction Snowplow Contract is due 09/30/16.  Copies were distributed for review with action to take place at next meeting.

The Zoning Administrator Contract is due 09/30/16.  Copies were distributed for review with action to take place at next meeting.

The Clerk resignation was discussed.  Clerk presented a partial “job description” for review.  Johnsrud made a motion to advertise the clerk position in the Northwoods Press, Park Rapids Enterprise, and the local radio “Employment Connection” for two weeks.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried with DeLaHunt abstaining.

Schmid has been asked to mention when mowing the ditches that the milk weed be left for the monarchs.  Johnsrud knew the location referred to and will contact Ray Ball before he mows ditches.
The Board audited 2007 and 2008 claim forms, receipts, cash reports, check stubs, and copies of bank statements.  DeLaHunt made a motion to destroy records that were audited.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
