Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of July 9, 2015.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Orderly Annexation to the City of Park Rapids was added to the agenda under new business #4.  Goeden made a motion to approve agenda with this addition.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph presented the road report.  The township roads were bladed after the rain.  Clean up was done after the two wind storms.  164th Avenue was regraded. Two adjoining roads were raised to match the new grade on 164th Avenue with all trees and debris hauled away from location.  The corner on Deer View Road was also cleared per request by various property owners while equipment was on site.  Rebuild work on 189th Avenue was started, with one 24 inch culvert being put in.
Goeden would like to see gravel placed north of the Heartland Trail, about two inches of gravel to be placed, with all rocks taken out as necessary.  Ralph was asked to give an estimate for this work.

Johnsrud is mapping out areas that may need to be sprayed for noxious weeds.  Drake Road is noted as having some thistle.

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  Gary stated that Kempnich’s did not purchase a permit for their food wagon for Taste of Dorset Days.  Goeden talked with Laura Kempnich right before this meeting when she asked for a waiver of the permit fee.  The Board directed Gary K to contact Kempnich’s stating that the permit fee of $50 must be paid with penalty for after the fact being waived.
Gary K will follow up on the permit regarding Dally’s.  He will talk with Hubbard County regarding this issue to clarify as needed.
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Gary K stated that he needed a ten day turn around for the issuance of permits because he is out of town four days a week for his other employment.

Gary K, Johnsrud and Goeden will meet to review and update the zoning administrator contract before the September meeting.

Brad Rutter addressed the Board regarding the public land located on 160th Street from Dakota Shores Drive to Long Lake.  He asked what the Board was doing about this issue.  The Board is in the process of obtaining a grant to restore this property.  The concrete steps would be removed from the shoreline and disposed of.  The spraying of the weeds was not done by Henrietta Township.  Rutter requested a letter of intent from the Board.  Chairman DeLaHunt said the Board would keep in contact with him regarding the progress on this issue.
OLD BUSINESS
A billing to date for Great River Energy was reviewed with clerk being directed to mail with the notation that this billing was only through today’s date.

The seal for the township has been received.  The clerk will keep in her possession.

The Federal Surplus Application was approved.

The Minnesota Unemployment Registration has been completed.  First reporting due date is November 2, 2015, regarding third quarter of 2015.

A training update schedule regarding the Board of Equalization was reviewed showing each supervisor when training is needed in the future.

The District 11 Meeting notice was presented being held on August 26, 2015, at the Walker Area Community Center.

Notice was received from Minnesota Revenue that the 2016 Certified Town Aid for Henrietta Township is $2,652.

Richard Max addressed the Board with a request for township support in an amendment with the City of Park Rapids annexation agreement.  He referred to the packet of information that was presented at the prior continued annual meeting.  Richard stated that he would prefer a clean break from the City but would consider an agreement that the City of Park Rapids maintain zoning with the property remaining within township property values.  Nasser made a motion that DeLaHunt and Johnsrud meet with the City of Park Rapids to discuss this possible amendment.  Goeden seconded the motion.  Motion called and carried. 
Jon Larson will be leaving the Planning Commission and therefore Paul Larson will be replacing his position.
