Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott,                     Dacle Schmid Jr. and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Secretary’s Minutes of Continued Annual Meeting of August 11, 2016, were submitted for review only.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of August 11, 2016.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer Report. Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

An addition was made to the agenda, adding #10 under Old Business regarding Planning Commission Business.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda with addition.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were bladed.  The storm damage clean-up has been completed.  The holes on Driftwood Lane were dug out with lots of debris being removed.  The asphalt is left to do.  Evening Drive will be the next road to dig out the holes and fix as needed.    

Ralph bladed Deer View Road, moving dirt, that redirected water flow.  This led to a landowner complaint, therefore Ralph went back and bladed the dirt back, fixed the road and used the roller.
The signs are up on Field View Drive.  It was brought to Ralph’s attention that there is a problem on 210th Street where part of the tar is broken out.  Ralph will fix when tar is available.  210th Street also needs some shoulder fixed with several areas being discussed.  Estate Drive has a wash out on the corner that needs to be filled.
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Johnsrud stated that no billing has been received from Hubbard County regarding the tar work that has been done. The County is reviewing the entire billing before they forward the township their share of the billing.

There are a couple of holes going north off of Eden Drive to be fixed.  Work has been done as needed on Deer View Road.

Gary Korsgaden, Zoning Administrator, presented a written report.  He asked the Board for direction regarding Peterka Scrapyard.  He was asked to continue contact with the owners regarding their license and insurance requirements before business be opened to the public.

Gary K stated that he would like to see the township zoning ordinance be reviewed regarding solar panel operations.  Zoning ordinance changes may have to be done as solar panel and windmills are becoming more popular.  He feels that there should be a public meeting before issuing a permit for solar panel operations.  DeLaHunt will contact Troy Gilchrist regarding possible drafts of a similar ordinance that could be reviewed.  This matter tabled to next meeting.
Gary asked clarification regarding when a culvert is required before he should issue a permit for a driveway.  Meadowbrook food trailer has been removed.

Assessor Penny Vikre has contacted the clerk, via email, that at any time she will attend the Board meeting upon request.

OLD BUSINESS
Johnsrud made a motion to adopt Resolution #2016-02 “Adoption of Field View Trail”.  Nasser seconded.  This road meets all road specs as stated in Henrietta Township’s road policy.  Motion called and carried.  Clerk will have document recorded at the Hubbard County Recorder’s Office.

Work is to begin on the shared (Henrietta and Hubbard Township) public access on Dakota Beach Road next week.

The bill to Straight River Township for reimbursement of tar has been calculated as 1300 pounds of tar at .461 per pound for the total of $599.30.  Clerk to contact Kathy Dennis with billing.

The issue of Deer Drive Public Access is tabled to next meeting.

Johnsrud has talked to Eric and Bill regarding the future of AIS funding.  They have been invited to share information with the Board at the next meeting.
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Estimates received regarding the installation of air conditioning to the town hall were discussed.  Discussion included the alternative of just installing a standard air conditioner.  Johnsrud made a motion to send a thank you card to each contractor who submitted a bid.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud addressed the issue of Deer View Road.  There is a proposal from engineering in process.  A public hearing would have to be held before work could proceed.  The cooperation of the landowners will be needed to resolve this issue.

Clarification was given as to the term “Minimum Maintenance Roads” as how much they are maintained by the township.

DeLaHunt submitted a draft letter to Minnesota Department of Natural Resources regarding public access maintenance.  Suggestions were heard and incorporated into the draft.  Goeden made a motion to mail revised letter to Minnesota Department of Natural Resources, with a cc going to MN Senator Rod Skoe and MN Representative Steve Green.

There has been no inquires to the clerk vacancy as of December 31, 2016.  This is tabled to next regular meeting.  Gary Korsgaden suggested that the township web site be made clearer as to his contact information.  Melott will update web site accordingly.

Bill Steen has submitted a letter requesting the Board consider him for the open position on the Planning Commission, vacated by Wanita Nosbush.  The current Planning Commission has made a recommendation that Bill Steen be appointed to the Planning Commission.    Goeden made a motion to appoint Bill Steen to the Planning Commission.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The Planning Commission decided to move their meeting time from 6:00 pm to 7:00 pm.  This change will be updated on the township web site.
NEW BUSINESS
Schmid made a motion to accept the snowplowing contract with Sanquist Construction as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to accept the zoning administrator contract with Gary Korsgaden as presented.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

A letter written from Long Lake Area Association to the Department of Justice was reviewed.

The Hubbard County Auditor’s office asked each township their cost regarding primary elections.  Henrietta Township cost totaled $1,783.88.
