Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Gary Nasser, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott,                Janet Gruis, Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of December 13, 2012.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion was called and carried.
Deputy Treasurer Gruis requested a motion be made for an additional $100 to be transferred from the General Account to the Cemetery Account.  Schmid made this into a motion.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion was called and carried.

Duane Goeden and Tina Melott were welcomed as new board members.

Johnsrud made a motion to accept the bills including an order to MAT for five calendars.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The agenda was changed by moving zoning report after the road report, moving the contracts thereafter, adding Roger Peterka first under New Business, and adding Gravel/Kotowski as #5 in old business.  Nasser made a motion to accept agenda with above additions.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  The rough section of 209th Avenue was bladed and also fixed some holes as needed.  Roads were plowed at the first snowfall with some intersections being sanded.  Eddie Baxter Drive was missed at that time.  Drive through of all the township roads was done on January 9, 2013.  Gravel roads were plowed.  
A two year contract was reviewed with Sanquist Construction with no dollar changes from prior contract regarding snowplowing and sanding.  DeLaHunt made a motion to approve contract.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion was called and carried.  Contract was signed.

Gary Korsgaden gave a verbal zoning report.  He has met with the Vineyard Church Elders to discuss the situation with their property as it applies to Henrietta Zoning Ordinances.  Discussion was held regarding possible building of playground and possible need to re-zone.  This matter was tabled to next meeting.

Gary Korsgaden would like to see our building permit application updated to fit on a letter size page.
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A one year contract was reviewed with Gary Korsgaden with no dollar changes from prior contract regarding zoning administrator.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve contract.  Nasser seconded.  Motion was called and carried.  Contract was signed.

There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS
Schmid had no further information regarding a drop box to be located at the town hall.  This was tabled to next meeting.

An appointment to the Planning Commission was tabled to the next meeting.
The US Census Bureau requested survey regarding boundary and annexation will not be completed at this time.

There was no updated information regarding Dogwood Road therefore public hearing will be held as scheduled on February 7, 2013, at 7:00 p.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.

Johnsrud reported that he had talked with the bank regarding the foreclosure on the Kotowski gravel pit.  The bank is willing to work with the township regarding the previously purchased gravel on site.
NEW BUSINESS:  
Roger Peterka requested his application to operate recycle site be approved.  Schmid made a motion to approve license request.  Nasser seconded.  Discussion included a reminder to Roger that the fence needed to be kept in total repair and all trash needed to be continually cleaned up outside the fenced area.  Motion was called and carried.

A five minute recess was called.  Meeting resumed.

Schmid made a motion that DeLaHunt serve as Chairman and Johnsrud as Vice.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

An updated signature card for Citizens National Bank was then signed with the following as officers:  Tina Melott, Treasurer; Janet Gruis, Deputy Treasurer; Deborah Anderson, Clerk; Jennifer Mack, Deputy Clerk; Dave DeLaHunt, Supervisor; and Russell Johnsrud, Supervisor.

DeLaHunt made a motion to pay stipends as follows:  Clerk (per meeting $165, plus yearly $2,200), Chairman (per meeting $110, plus yearly $1,320), Treasurer (per meeting $80, plus yearly $1,540), Supervisor (per meeting $80, plus yearly $1,320), Informal meeting paid at $60, Planning Committee paid at $60, Election Judge Training paid at $60, Election Judge paid at $10 per hour, Deputy Treasurer and Deputy Clerk paid at $20 per meeting, Webmaster paid at $10 per hour, Mileage to be reimbursed at current Federal Standard Rate, and zoning administrator to be referred to Section 5 “Compensation of the Zoning Administrator’s Contract.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion was called and carried with four in favor, Goeden opposed.

Nasser made a motion to accept the current fee schedule.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
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Goeden made a motion to set the board of audit review on February 7, 2013, at 9:00 a.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to adopt the 2013 Meeting Schedule, designate the Park Rapids Enterprise at the medium for publishing, and designate Johnson on the Water and the Henrietta Town Hall as the mediums for posting.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to adopt the 2013 Board Directory.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The Local Board of Equalization is scheduled on Monday, April 29, 2013, at 9:00 a.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.
Maintenance of the web site was discussed.  Brenda Carpenter is willing to continue to post information to the web site at this time.  Tina Melott is working with her to learn how to maintain the web site.
There was no planning commission meeting in December, therefore no report.

Johnsrud reported that the planning commission will continue to gather information regarding the old Pickett Landfill issue.  The next planning commission meeting is scheduled for February 5, 2013.

It was announced that there is a public hearing on February 5, 2013, at 7:00 p.m. in the Board Room at the Hubbard County Courthouse regarding the approval of a capital improvement plan and the issuance of capital improvement bonds pursuant to MS 373.40.
