Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, Dacle Schmid Jr. and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Minutes of September 10, 2015. Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  She showed the returned part of Mark Petersen’s check that had been destroyed in the mail.  Johnsrud directed Treasurer to take the destroyed mail to the Park Rapids Post Office so it can be documented how it was received.  A new check will be issued.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Schmid made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The Clerk was directed to contact O’Dean Hokanson, as needed, regarding any positioning of the flag.

Treasurer stated the need for a “working word program” on the new computer in the office.  She was asked to write a complete list of what is needed and DeLaHunt would then look into installation of programs as needed.

DeLaHunt made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The Road Report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Maintenance of roads included blading the roads as needed.  Forty yards of class one was put on Elmwood Road/Circle.  The weeds were mowed on 210th  Street near the culvert.  Ditches were mowed on Day Spring Drive.
On 204th Street, north of the Golf Course, the bigger trees in the right of way were hand cut.  The brush was loaded into dump trucks and hauled away.  The wood was claimed by the landowners.  The ditch on the north side of the road was fixed.

On 210th Street, the washouts were fixed on an area by Bill Williams on the hill.  The shoulder was pulled to get water off the road.  Rocks and sod chunks were picked up from the road with twenty-six loads of class one applied.  The skid steer was used to pick rock.
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On 189th Avenue rocks were dug up and removed with twenty-five loads of class one applied.   The skid steer was used as needed.

The turn- around on Emerald Island was completed using four loads of class one and three loads of black dirt.  Area was packed as needed.

Johnsrud stated that Paul Bunyan Telephone cut into the landowners septic which was under the asphalt on Day Spring Drive.  Thelen came in and fixed the sewer.  Paul Bunyan will redo the area of the road that was destroyed.

Landowners on Dusty Lane asked Ralph to remove several trees from the ditch as needed.

Johnsrud met with Mike on the Charlotte Wilson property.  They are in favor of taking branches down as needed for safety issues with the brush being hauled away.

Johnsrud will call the Sheriff if there is continued damage on 189th Street because of four-wheeler traffic.
A concern was voiced from a landowner of Friendly Bay Drive that road work needs to be done.  Ralph has fixed the area for now.  A large rock has been removed as well as a stump.  He feels that possibly three feet of dirt should be taken from the top around the curve.  It was also stated that there is a sign that cannot be clearly seen.  Ralph will check further into this matter.

No Zoning Administrator Report available.

OLD BUSINESS
DeLaHunt reported that he had talked with Ryan at the City of Park Rapids regarding the proposed annexation amendment.  Ryan will then be talking with John and their attorney regarding the possible acceptable options.  Several possibilities were discussed.   After a verbal agreement is reached with the City of Park Rapids, DeLaHunt will contact our attorney to prepare a draft of annexation amendment.  

Richard Max asked what could be done to stop four- wheelers from tearing up the ditches.  The Board recommended calling the Sheriff and/or the County Engineer.

DeLaHunt stated that Attorney Troy had concern with an annexation amendment with an overlay district as had been previously discussed.  He felt there may be liability insurance issues.

The issue of the zoning administrator contract was tabled to next meeting.

The clerk was asked to write a letter to Munson’s regarding the Cart-Way Petition that they submitted to the Board stating that if there is no action taken within the next thirty days a motion to dismiss the petition will be pursued at the next regular scheduled Board meeting on November 12, 2015.  

Johnsrud presented pictures that were taken of Deer Drive Public Access.  He has met with Darin Hoverson, DNR regional head.  A permit would cost $75.  Johnsrud contacted Lindow for an estimate for the survey.  Johnsrud would like to see the Board move ahead with the survey.  Before putting a public access sign up all four corners of the township property will need to be identified. There was discussion regarding the putting up of 15 minute parking signs so the access would be used as a “drop site” only as there is little room for parking of vehicles.  Schmid suggested that the landowners be notified of the intention of the township.  Nasser made a motion to go forward with the survey.  Johnsrud seconded.  
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Clarification of motion was made that survey to be done to identify the four corners of township property.  Motion called and carried.
Clerk presented letter received stating that the tax exempt status request for Dakota Shores was accepted.  Every three years this exemption status needs to be addressed.

NEW BUSINESS
DeLaHunt made a motion to approve the Dorset Corner Liquor License renewal request.  Schmid seconded.  There are no known issues.  Motion called and carried.

A sales tax exempt card has been received from Walmart.  Clerk will have available for purchases as needed.

Two letters from the Long Lake Association were reviewed.

The letter received from Don Haagenson, regarding the possible application of aluminum chloride to 170th Street, was tabled to the Road Tour Meeting.
A notice was received from MATIT that the fee of a “new officer” training at the short course would be credited to their “next” training at a short course, therefore making their first training session “free”.

The MAT Annual Conference information was reviewed.  Pre-registration needed by November 4 to qualify for discount.  Conference is to be held at Arrowwood, Alexandria, on November 19-21, 2015.
Clerk’s notes show that the mileage certification should be addressed at this October meeting.  Notification and/or maps have not been received, as of tonight’s meeting, from the County.  DeLaHunt made a motion that Johnsrud check into matter and complete information as needed.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Clerk’s notes show that in October the possibility of hay/straw be applied to the sewer line should be discussed.  Schmid will donate four bales of hay to cover sewer line.  He will talk to Mike McMorrow asking him not to mow this area any more this season.
