Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  Korsgaden mentioned he had some miscellaneous phone calls.  Korsgaden stated he followed up on some issues discussed at the September meeting.  Korsgaden mentioned the Township ordinances should be at least as strict or stringent as the County, whoever has the strictest requirement trumps the other one.  Korsgaden stated he met with the Mayor, concerning the area by Bogey’s in which there is a used car lot going in.  Korsgaden mentioned this is a scenic corridor and should not have been approved. Korsgaden mentioned this is not a Township issue, it is in the City limits.   Photos of gravel pits were provided to the board, these will be put in the files and will be updated every 2 years.  Korsgaden mentioned he called the Assessor, concerning the new system.  Korsgaden will be sending an email to the contact at the County with permit information, including Parcel ID and what the improvement is, this information will immediately be put on a map.   

OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue update: Johnsrud mentioned he met with Jeff Barr from Nevis Township on site concerning putting a 4 way stop at the intersection. Johnsrud mentioned there are some erosion issues in the ditch near the Carter property, may need an erosion control blanket to fix before next spring.  
Fairway Drive Update:  Johnsrud mentioned this is the only access site in Hubbard County that is being backed by the DNR and County.  Henrietta Township will be responsible for the engineering, the grant will cover the rest.  Letters from landowners have been received and will be delivered to the County.  
Propane tank in the right of way on Elmwood Circle:  Schmid verified the propane tank has been removed.

Election:  Clerk mentioned there will be a primary election held on March 3, 2020.  This will be run as a normal election.  Election judges will need to be hired. 
Letter from MN Pollution Control Agency: Informational meeting will be held on November 7, 2019 in Detroit Lakes.  Board will read through the letter and if there are concerns, they will bring back to the next meeting. 
HCTA Meeting change of time:  Email was received for possible change of time, this will be discussed at the next Hubbard County Township Association Meeting in November. 
Transferring of Township records to MN State Archives:  Schmid mentioned he believes there may be some birth and death records at the Town Hall.  Clerk will look, if there are some, the board agreed they should be archived.  
Sign placement on roadways:  Johnsrud mentioned he is still waiting for an answer from Cory Aukes.  Korsgaden mentioned there is an ordinance, we need to be careful with what we do.  Johnsrud will keep checking with Aukes, he will report back to the Board when information is received.
