The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of September 14, 2017.  Johnsrud Seconded. Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report. Discussion was held concerning the CD investment of $100,0000.00 at Citizens National Bank not listed on the report.  The certificate was awaiting signatures. Clerk received notice that signatures have been obtained, CD will be picked up and Treasurer Melott will add it into the CTAS system.  Goeden made a motion to accept report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Schmid made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Goeden made a motion to approve agenda as presented.  Johnsrud seconded. Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Todd Sanquist.  Sanquist mentioned they bladed select roads a few different times. They fixed a wash out on Elmwood Circle.  DeLaHunt asked for Estate to be bladed before freeze.   The board asked for the back parking lot to be looked at for possible blading.

Johnsrud mentioned that he went out with Ralph Sanquist and decided to put a dead end sign up on Farm View Road.  On 189th, branches are hitting the grader and trucks, Ralph said they will knock off some branches after frost.  Johnsrud mentioned he inquired with the County about striping.  Due to the price of the bid, this will not be done at this time.   Johnsrud mentioned if it happens, it probably won’t happen this year..  

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  Korsgaden mentioned he is measuring and verifying placement of buildings within property boundaries.  Korsgaden discussed an issue that has come up twice this month.  In one case property owners wanted to move a cabin to a location, but did not have a septic system in place.  Korsgaden told the property owners that he cannot give them a building permit without a septic system or septic site certification in place.  An agreement was made that the property owners will have an installer develop a septic system plan. Korsgaden mentioned that the ordinance states that he has to have a sewer plan first, then he is basically done, he has nothing to do with whether they put it in or not.  He wanted to verify with the board that this is alright. The Board approved of the way Korsgaden is handling this.  Goeden questioned the storage building and cart track on the report.  Korsgaden mentioned this was written last year and the project was not done, so the permit was renewed.   Monday afternoon for permits is working out great.

Deer View Road:   Working on the plans.  Johnsrud mentioned that we did get a check back for $1655.00, but it was written out incorrectly.  Clerk invoiced for the survey work to Hubbard County SWCD.  Check should come any day.  

Enchanted Drive:  Nothing new at this time.  Johnsrud inquired with Todd Sanquist, verifying the road has been graded.  

Laptop Repair or purchase:  Laptop is working at this point, battery has reached the end of its life.  Johnsrud made a motion to order new laptop as quoted from Microtech, with the correction of removing the tax on the invoice.  Old laptop will be used as a backup.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nevis Trailblazers snowmobile trail request:  Carl Dierkhising was present to discuss a reqest for a snowmobile trail from the Heartland to Zorbaz.   Dierkhising mentioned that he has spoken to the County and they are waiting for paperwork from them to be signed. The route would be from Zorbaz parking lot south on the east side of County 7, then across, running the right of way on the north side of Dorset.  They are hoping to jump across County 7, and go on Festival Trail and Forest Hill Loop, behind Chicken Coop and LaPasta, then exit on the Heartland.  They are asking for approval from the Township to establish this trail on Festival Trail and Forest Hill Loop.    DeLaHunt made a motion to approve Nevis Trailblazers use of Festival Trail and Forest Hill Loop to develop a trail.  Nasser Seconded.  Johnsrud asked Dierkhising for a map of area where the trail will go.  Dierkhising will speak to the land owners involved.    

Hubbard County Planning Commission meeting:  Discussion concerning the October 23, 2017 Planning Commission meeting was held.  Henrietta Township property is on the agenda.   

Hay/straw on the sewer line:   DeLaHunt made a motion to have Dacle Schmid put straw on the sewer line.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Hubbard County Extension Service 4-H meeting request:  Schmid made a motion to allow new Hubbard County 4-H club to use building at no charge.  Goeden seconded.   Schmid will be the contact person for the 4-H club to open the building.
