The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Schmid made a motion to approve the Minutes of September 8, 2016.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer Report. Schmid made a motion to accept report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Enchanted Drive, Grackel Road, and Elmwood Road all received class-five gravel as needed.  Clean up after the storm continued.  Holes were dug out and repaired on Driftwood Lane and Evening Drive.  Tar patch was done on Dakota Shores Drive, Evening Drive, and Driftwood Lane with the tar being trucked in from Wadena.  Dakota Shores Public access is completed and billed as quoted.
Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  A sample of an ordinance regarding solar systems was distributed by clerk for review.  
Planning Commission Minutes were distributed for review.

OLD BUSINESS
The license and insurance issue regarding Peterka’s Scrap Metal Yard was tabled to the next meeting.

The issue of water run off on Enchanted Drive was discussed.  Sanquist feels this issue can be resolved with a little work on the current road.  Work will be continued.  The public access at the 
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end of the drive needs to have flag markers put by the current survey markers to clearly identify the line as the property adjoining is currently for sale.  Johnsrud will meet with Justin Clark, the realtor, to make sure property lines are identified.

The shared public access of Hubbard and Henrietta Townships has been completed, off Dakota Beach Road.

Payment has been received from Straight River Township regarding reimbursement of tar expense used at their town hall.

Johnsrud is working on a possible grant for work on Deer Drive Public Access.  It was discussed that this access could be a point that fire trucks could load water as needed.  There would be no parking area; it would be only a water access.

Johnsrud is meeting with an engineer regarding Deer View Road tomorrow.  The difficulty is that “what you see is what you have to work with” which limits choices of repair.  

The clerk vacancy was tabled to the next meeting. 
NEW BUSINESS
Schmid made a motion to renew the liquor license for Timberlane Lodge & Resort, Cedar Shores, and The Barn.  Nasser seconded.  No known issues were brought forward regarding these three locations.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud will meet with Olsonawski regarding the current road certification with the County.  Fieldview Trail will be added for 2016.

A reply from the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources regarding Long Lake Public Access was reviewed.

Information regarding AIS was reviewed and put on file.

Schmid made a motion to approve Tina Melott to contact Arvig Communications to add services of spam block to the current billing up to $10 per month.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Tina will contact Arvig regarding no service available at this time at the town hall and also to add spam block as directed.

Schmid will put straw on sewer line at the town hall to help prevent the line from freezing.

Farden Township is looking for an election judge.

Schmid made a motion to set Canvas Board for November 15, 2016, at 7:30 p.m. meeting at the Henrietta Town Hall.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
