Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,         Tina Melott and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the Minutes of October 8, 2015.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  Goeden made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  CTAS version 8 is now being used completely.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Friendly Bay Drive was added to agenda as #6 under new business.  Clarification regarding Deer View Road was added as #7 in new business.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda with additions.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were bladed as needed.  Roads were checked after the windstorm.  Rocks were picked on 189th Avenue on the section that was rebuilt earlier in the year.  Trees and brush were cut on Friendly Bay Drive with four loads of class one being put on road with grader being used.  A blow out was fixed on Ferndale Loop which will be on next month’s billing.  Brush and limbs were cut on 170th Street and 167th Avenue.  He would like to see sign inspection and inventory done before the first of the year.  A reminder was given to fill out the paperwork as provided.
Johnsrud stated that he had received three complaints regarding 209th Avenue.  This road needs to be graded more routinely.  It is felt that the chloride is making the road turn to mush as soon as it becomes wet.  There was discussion regarding holding off on chloride on this road this spring.  Ralph will have the blade go over the road as soon as hauling is done for the day.

Johnsrud met with Sanquist crew on site at the corner of 170th Street.  They walked the whole site to see the work to be done.  Johnsrud returned to site later to see work was completed and looked good.

Johnsrud asked Wanita Nosbush if the work on Dayspring Drive had been completed by Paul Bunyan where the road had been destroyed during their project.  Wanita states that she heard that the work was planned to be done in the spring.  Johnsrud feels the work needs to be completed this fall.  He will check into the situation.
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Gary Korsgaden presented his zoning administrator report.  He has talked with the township assessor and has papers ready for them to pick up regarding building permits for the whole year.  John Yayta is considering a project which may require a re-zoning of his property.  He is advised by the Board to talk with Hubbard County regarding septic system requirements before proceeding with project.
The building permit for Companeros is in place.  Gary K asks the Board to look at the ally road that cuts across the back of Companeros as survey stakes are in place.  Sanquist will see how the road currently is maintained within the survey.

The clerk will contact Penny Vikre in reference to picking up the building permits rather than mailing the information.

Schmid made a motion to approve the renewal of liquor license for Timberlane Lodge & Resort, Cedar Shores, The Barn and Dorset Café.  Johnsrud seconded.  There are no known issues regarding any of these locations.  Motion called and carried.

A five minute break was taken to allow clerk to copy and distribute signed forms as needed.  Meeting reconvened.

DeLaHunt explained why and how the current proposed annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids came about.  Goeden made a motion to give Chairman DeLaHunt the authority to sign Resolution 2015-03 at the time that an agreement is reached with the City of Park Rapids.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the rewritten zoning administrator contract as reviewed.  Goeden seconded.  Clarification was made that the date of the contract year should remain from September 2015 to October 2016.  Motion called and carried.

DeLaHunt made a motion to dismiss the Munson Cart-Way Petition.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

The clerk was asked to contact Kathy Dennis to request a copy of the old by-laws of the Township Association to compare to the new proposed by-laws.

The Administrative Policy was reviewed and will be considered as the Henrietta Township by-laws.

The clerk shared information regarding the status of government to Minnesota Unemployment rules.  The township is required to report information each quarter with no monies to be paid until the time that an employee would be awarded benefits.  At that time the township would be responsible for all benefits approved.

Johnsrud completed the mileage certification which was due November 4, 2015.

Charles Andrane paid taxes on little bits and pieces of property on Friendly Bay Drive that would have been tax forfeited.  He paid $38.  He would like to donate this property to the township.  Johnsrud would 
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like the Board to give him authority to work with Charles to assume properties for the township, with an actual deed to the township.  Goeden made a motion for Johnsrud to pursue acquiring properties on Friendly Bay Drive for the Township.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Gary Korsgaden asked for clarification of the amount of footage in the road right of way on Deer View Drive.  His inquiry ensues from an issue regarding deer hunting within the road right of way.  Schmid stated that his understanding was there should be no shooting of big game from the road right-of- way; that a hunter needs to be on private property to hunt big game.  Gary K was asked to check into the big game hunting guide to verify this information.

Schmid informed the Board that there is some discrepancy regarding the vacation of a road in Dorset regarding properties adjoining to his.  He was directed by the Board to proceed to find information as needed.
