Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott, Dacle Schmid, Jr., and Ann Lempola
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of October 12, 2017.  Johnsrud Seconded. Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  Schmid made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.   Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Liquor license renewal for Dorset General Store was added to the agenda under new business. DeLaHunt made a motion to approve agenda as amended.  Schmid seconded. Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Sanquist stated that they put up a dead end sign on FarmView Drive.  They fixed holes on 209th with gravel.  Sanquist mentioned the beavers are working on the culvert on 219th,  Nevis Township called Sanquist to take care of it.  They cleaned twice this last month, and it’s plugged again.   Johnsrud mentioned that he spoke to a Jeff, a Supervisor from Nevis Township, and they have contracted with a trapper to take care of, but it might not be done for a week or two.   Johnsrud asked Sanquist to call Jeff at Nevis Township and see if they have someone that is going to come out and trap, otherwise our Township will take care of it.  Sanquist mentioned they did one last blading in October and sanded, plowed and scraped.  Sanquist looked at the driveway access for Jean Kruft on 209th , this would need a culvert, Johnsrud referred  her to wetlands people. Sanquist mentioned they will start brushing on 189th and 210th.  Schmid asked Sanquist to clean the cul-de-sac on Dawn Drive.  

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  He is doing filing and verification.  He will bring a total of building permits by style in December.  

OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Reimbursement for the survey has been received.  Still working on the project, there is nothing else new at this point.
Enchanted Drive:  Clean Water Partnership Grant has been sent in, but won’t find out anything until December.  There is nothing else new at this point. 
Hubbard County 4-H use of Town Hall:  Schmid agreed to be the contact person for the 4-H club using the Town Hall for their meetings.  The Board agreed to give the leader a key for the building, keys should be signed out so they are accounted for.  First meeting is Monday, November 13 at 5:30pm.

Mileage certification for Hubbard County:  Johnsrud has the mileage certification completed.  3 sections of road were not correct.  Information has been given to Hubbard County. 
Minnesota Department of Transportation Update information:  Johnsrud will take care of this.  The Board requested that a copy is sent back to us.   
Online Access for Treasurer: The Board approved online access for Citizens National Bank for Treasurer, Tina Melott. 
Request to throw away clocks that are no longer working:  DeLahunt made a motion to destroy old clocks.  Nasser Seconded.  Motion called and carried.
