Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott, Dacle Schmid Jr. and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of November 10, 2016.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Board of Canvas Minutes of November 15, 2016.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer Report. Clarification was made of balances.  Nasser made a motion to accept report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  No transfer of funds was needed at this time.

Clerk presented check # 10462, dated October 13, 2016, which was overpaid from claim form in the amount of $81 to Deb Anderson, Clerk.  This amount ($81) was accepted by the Board to be deducted from current claim presented tonight.  

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

An addition was made to the agenda #1.5 under New Business, Match Box liquor license renewal.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda with the addition. Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Holes were patched in tar roads.  With the big snow storm came lots of plowing, because the gravel roads were not frozen even the snow plows were getting stuck.  Chain saws were carried with the plow equipment with trees and limbs being cleared as the roads were plowed.  Some follow up was done after the snow storm with clearing of trees and brush as needed.  Roads have been sanded because of the icy conditions.  The approach of Fairway Road to County Road 18 was discussed.  This matter will be tabled till spring upon which time the possibility of making a flat spot at the top of the entrance will be looked at.
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Johnsrud reported that the issue on Friar Road was taken care of.  The restoration on Dakota Beach looks good.  The stakes that were located on Enchanted seem to be within ten feet of the cabin.  Also some dock pieces and small shed are placed on township access property.  Johnsrud met with Justin Clack to clarify boundaries as adjoining property is for sale.  The spot on Dayspring Drive, where the sewer line was cut through, has been blacktopped.  Numerous phone calls were received regarding plowing issues which were all resolved.  Johnsrud has met with the County Engineer regarding the township’s share of the cost of tarring of roads.  The billing will be sent to the Township upon clarification of billing and any corrections done as needed.

Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator report.  He is following up on all permits issued this year to make sure they are in compliance.  Jim Burge has asked the township to find pins regarding property lines.  Gary K states that this would be hard to do.  Board agreed with him that it would be the land owner’s responsibility to obtain a survey before proceeding with any building project.  No building permit will be issued until there is compliance with the zoning ordinance.  Goeden asked if there had been any further contact with the new owners of Peterka’s scrap metal yard.  Gary K stated that he has not found them on-site to talk with them.
OLD BUSINESS
Bill DonCarlos addressed the Board regarding letter from the Environmental Services dated October 3, 2016, in regards to AIS.  He shared information about the program and gave hand-outs summarizing information for Long Lake and Boulder Lake, located within Henrietta Township.  It was pointed out by the Board that the public access on Long Lake has not been repaired.  DonCarlos stated that the Environmental Services will stay in contact with the State regarding this issue.

Johnsrud attended the Hubbard County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan meeting where it was stated that there are costs that may be shared in a 75% ratio to program, 25% to township.  He shared the possibility that Deer Drive access may qualify for these funds as a multi-use site, considering the potential use as a water site for fighting fires.  There will be no parking at the public access; it would only be a drop off site.

Johnsrud reported that the survey for Deer View Road was rescheduled due to sickness of the engineer.  This is tabled to next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS
Theresa McBrady addressed the Board regarding property they own which is classified commercial but has a renter also living on said property.  The Board clarified that the county classification may differ from the township zoning ordinance classification.  As is, the property does not qualify to rezone because of lack of sufficient amount of property size.  Asking their renter to move will be a hardship for both the landowner and the renter.  Johnsrud made a motion 
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that the landowner adhere to the zoning ordinance as discussed and have renter relocated by June 1, 2017.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  The Zoning Administrator will send a letter stating the decision of the Board to the landowner.
Schmid made a motion to approve the renewal of the liquor licenses for Matchbox.  Nasser seconded.  There are no known issues.  Motion called and carried.  

Schmid made a motion to approve the town hall rental request from Linda Leckner which included the $40 fee for rental as township resident.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The variance request of Steve Prenevost was reviewed with note make to date and time of hearing at the Hubbard County Courthouse.

The 2017 Officer List was completed and signed for the MN Association of Townships which is due by 01/31/17.

Clerk officially resigned.  Johnsrud made a motion to appoint Ann Lempola to serve the remaining term to the end of 2018.  Nasser seconded.  Compensation is agreeable by both parties.  Motion called and carried.  Citizens National Bank signature card updated and signed as needed by all parties.

Johnsrud made a motion to reimburse Deb Anderson at the going “per hour rate” established by the township for time spent in transition and training.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Deb stated that there is still one box of “old” filing to be sorted, filed, and/or audited and destroyed.  Board stated that Deb, Ann, and/or Lila could finish as time permits.  Motion called and carried.  Schmid abstained.
