Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,         Tina Melott and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of November 12, 2015.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Matchbox renewal of liquor license was added under Old Business #5.  Nasser made a motion to approve the agenda with additions.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was given by Ralph Sanquist.  Roads were bladed as needed before the ground froze.  Roads, especially hills and intersections, were sanded as needed.   A downed tree was cleared in the Wildview area.  Discussion was held regarding landowners plowing snow out into the road.  Law enforcement present at the meeting stated that this is a misdemeanor and it will be followed up by their department.  A letter was reviewed that gives the landowner information regarding snow removal.  DeLaHunt made a motion to authorize the chairman to send this letter to the landowner on the recommendation of the road supervisor.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried. Three landowners will receive letters at this time.
Schmid voiced concern that the gravel roads were not being plowed soon enough.  Johnsrud stated that all telephone calls received were responded to.  Schmid asked that trees on Friendly Bay Drive be removed that are near the mailboxes to allow enough room to turn the bus around.  
The zoning administrator report was presented by Gary Korsgaden.  A written summary of 2015 activity was received by the Board.  Gary K stated that Greg Grover will continue his matter in the spring.
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During Public Comment Sharon Natzel asked for the Board’s continued support on behalf of the Long Lake and Boulder Lake Associations in regards to AIS.  She asked if the organization’s needed to complete the donation forms or, because they would be under contract, that the forms could be bypassed.  The Board directed her that all donation forms would need to be completed and submitted to be considered for a donation/contract.
OLD BUSINESS
DeLaHunt updated the Board regarding the proposed annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.  The City will address the issue during their January 12, 2016, meeting.  If agreement is reached the Resolution will be signed at that time.  It was pointed out that the outlined area does not have hash marks as referred to by the fifth “where-as” on page 2.  This will be addressed.
Schmid stated that at the Township Association meeting, held at Farden, a committee was formed to go over the current by-laws.  It was pointed out that the current by-laws are to be followed until new by-laws are in place or the current by-laws are amended.  Schmid stated that this committee will be meeting at the Henrietta Township Hall.  The Board agrees that the current by-laws should be updated not replaced completely.

Johnsrud has met with Charles Adrain.  Charles is willing to donate all properties previously discussed to the Township.  Johnsrud recommends that the Township pick up all the cost of transfer fees, recording fees, and etc.  Schmid make a motion that the Township enter into agreement with him and pay all affiliated fees.  Goeden seconded.  Johnsrud to continue to work with Charles.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid was authorized by the Board to take the file regarding the “vacation of the road” that he is researching.

Goeden made a motion to renew the liquor license of the Matchbox.  Johnsrud seconded.  There are no known issues.  Motion called and carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Schmid made a motion to table the review of the “schedule of compensation” to the January meeting.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to transfer $5000.00 from the general fund to the cemetery fund.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The Long Lake Area Association email was submitted as information only, to be filed.

Nasser will call Terry Weston, from Straight River Township, regarding information on our outside display board per her request.
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Schmid gave a short update on information received while attending the MN Association of Township Annual Conference.  This information is to be filed.

An audit of special assessment request forms from 2012 and older was done.  Johnsrud made a motion to shred these forms.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
