Attendance:  DaveDeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,                Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of November 14, 2013.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  A letter received from Marilyn at Hubbard County Abstract regarding three outstanding checks was discussed.  Johnsrud made a motion for the clerk to talk with Marilyn to clarify issue.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Nasser made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  The deficit of funds was discussed.  DeLaHunt made a motion that $2,500 be transferred from the General Fund to the Cemetery Fund and $3,500 be transferred from the General Fund to the Planning and Zoning Fund.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to purchase a calendar from MN Association of Townships for each supervisor and one for the office.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Under old business Roger Peterka was added as #4 and Matchbox license renewal as #5.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept agenda with the preceding two additions.   Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  The first part of November during the warm days the roads were bladed.  Posts with reflectors were put up to mark culverts on 169th    Avenue, 289th , and south mile of 209th Avenue.  Snow was plowed for the complete township twice.  Johnsrud received three telephone calls regarding the roads, Schmid received nine calls.  Ralph stated that the roads were sanded today.  

There was discussion regarding private individuals plowing snow across the township road.  This is against the law.  All snow must be plowed into your own property. Chad Olson reinforced that this was correct.  Johnsrud will draft an informational letter to be mailed to any resident who 
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may be plowing snow across the road.   Ralph will let Johnsrud know when he comes upon any plowing situation that may need to be addressed.  
Gary Korsgaden presented a verbal and written report.  He shared further information regarding the installing of a drop box at the town hall.  He asked to be excused from the January meeting unless an issue arose before that time.   The supervisors agreed.

Chad Olson (from the sheriff department) asked if the township had any questions of him.  The Snow Cross Race was discussed.  No date is known but it is assumed it will be similar to last year.

OLD BUSINESS

The possible annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids was tabled to the next regular meeting.

After discussion regarding the Mike Sharkey request to adopt Dakota Shores it was decided this issue should be presented at the annual meeting as it does not fit any of the current rules of the road policy.  DeLaHunt made a motion that the clerk will write a letter to Mike informing him of this decision and asking how the property owner stands on this issue.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
The certificate of insurance was received regarding Gary Korsgaden on December 8, 2013.

Roger Peterka addressed the Board asking for his junk yard license to be renewed.  Schmid stated that the fence around this area would need to be fixed.  Peterka agreed that it would be done come this spring.  Nasser made a motion to approve the license renewal.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the liquor license and wine license renewal for The Matchbox.  Schmid seconded.  There were no known issues.  Motion called and carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Nasser made a motion that the supervisors get an additional $5 per meeting beginning in January 2014 to bring from $80 per meeting to $85 per meeting.  Johnsrud seconded.  During discussion it was pointed out that the supervisors did not get the same percent raise of pay last January 10, 2013 that the other board members received.  Motion called and carried.
The Report of Bonded Indebtness will be completed and taken to the Court House by Treasurer Melott.  Copies are to be filed with the clerk.
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Schmid made a motion that Treasurer Melott complete the year end workmen’s compensation report for the MN Association of Township and bring to the next regular meeting for review.  Johnsrud seconded.  This report is due by January 31, 2014.  Motion called and carried.

Current information was presented regarding the status of the CTAS updated program.

There was no report from the annual meeting held at Jackpot Junction as there was no attendance from the Board.

Goeden and Johnsrud reported on the Township Association meeting held on November 19, 2013, at Farden Township.  The Open Meeting Law was discussed.  

Ralph was asked to review the roads as to the use of chloride in the spring and bring a report to the next regular meeting.

There was no Planning Commission meeting in December, therefore no report.
