219th Ave update:  Johnsrud stated he is working with Nevis Township and the County on the bid process.  Johnsrud mentioned the bids probably won’t go out until March. 
Fire Proof File Cabinet:  Board mentioned to keep eyes open for cabinet. Tabled for now.  Ken Kalish mentioned that Lila may be able to help out.   
Booker easement:  Korsgaden presented information concerning the property.  It was determined that the overlay was wrong at the County.
