The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of January 11, 2018.  Schmid Seconded. Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Nasser made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.   Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the payroll as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills. Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Review fire contract was added to the agenda under new business.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Johnsrud Seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
The road report was presented by Johnsrud.  Johnsrud checked 170th and 164th and gave Sanquist the approval to brush.  Johnsrud addressed a complaint about a mailbox that was down.  

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report. Korsgaden mentioned he addressed several calls about ordinances.  Korsgaden shared a situation in which a landowner didn’t tie a building in and the building was on someone else’s property.   Korsgaden did some research into this and suggested having the landowner or person requesting the permit draw and sign the sketch.  Korsgaden mentioned that he wants to ensure that the land owner is conforming to the setbacks.  The Board agreed with Korsgaden, the land owner should put the footage in and do the measuring.  It was also suggested by the board that there should be a date and a disclaimer acknowledging they provided the sketch and are responsible for setback measurements. This information should be put on the sketch and signed by the land owner. 

Korsgaden invited Dave Hacker to speak to the Board as a resource concerning septic plans that were not included with building permits.  Hacker mentioned that septic plans are turned into the County and are automatically scanned and they are viewable by anyone in Hubbard County.   Hackder mentioned there is no need for anyone to track down the plans, Korsgaden can view it on the County website. Korsgaden requested to not include the septic diagram with the permit and suggested adding a box to verify on the application. Johnsrud mentioned to put a date the septic plan was adopted or accepted by the County on the application also.    

OLD BUSINESS

Deer View Road:  DeLaHunt mentioned he talked to Faber on Thursday (2/8/18) and he had some concerns.  Faber said he is willing to do the project if the rain garden, easement area is a temporary easement instead of a permanent easement.  DeLaHunt had a conversation with Attorney, Troy Gilchrest, he mentioned the Township could put an agreement in place that requires Faber to maintain it and it follows the property.  If Faber doesn’t maintain it and there is a problem, the liability is limited for the Township.  DeLaHunt mentioned our grant requires a minimum 10 year requirement for maintenance.   Johnsrud asked the Board for the authority to get an appraisal done on the easements, start the legal work and hire a surveyor. Appraisal, legal work, and surveyor will be reimbursable, if the project goes through. 
Goeden made a motion to negotiate with Faber for a 5 year easement and a 10 year maintenance stipulation, the Township will accept a minimum of the 5 year maintenance.  The Board also authorized Johnsrud to hire an appraiser to appraise the land required for easement and any other  incurred costs, also to hire an attorney, and surveyor.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried. 

Petterson letter concerning tarring 219th Ave:  Johnsrud spoke with Tom Walz from Nevis Township. Walz mentioned they will not even consider blacktopping that road for at least 2 years. Since Petterson lives in Nevis Township, Clerk will send a letter to Petterson stating that this is the jurisdiction of Nevis Township, questions should be deferred to them.

Investment options: Discussion was held concerning rates received from Edward Jones.  Johnsrud made a motion to invest $100,000.00 in a 12 month FDIC insured Certificate of Deposit with Edward Jones.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser mentioned this would be of no cost to the Township.  Johnsrud suggested not adding a meter to the pole, instead work out an agreement with the Church for power.  Johnsrud suggested checking with an electrician. DeLaHunt made a motion to authorize Nasser to check with MN Power.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried. Schmid abstain.
