Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Perry Melbo, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid, Jr., Tina Melott and Ann Lempola
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00p.m., followed by the pledge of allegiance.  
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of February 13, 2020 as presented.   Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Tina Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Goeden made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried. 
Schmid  made a motion to approve the bills, claim numbers 9825  through 9841 and 10 payroll claims submitted.  Second by Melbo .  Motion called and carried.
Correction to the agenda was made ;  Secretary’s minutes of February 12, 2020 to Secretary’s minutes of February 13, 2020.  Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Second by Goeden.  Motion called and carried. 
Todd Sanquist presented the road report.  Sanquist mentioned there was very little snowplowing, they scraped ice off roads earlier in the month  Sanquist stated they touched up blading over the culvert on 209th.  Johnsrud mentioned Ralph Sanquist and him went out and looked at roads on Thursday. Johnsrud stated that the hole on 209th, that also appeared last year is starting to show again,  Sanquist was going to take care of the problem the same day.  Johnsrud mentioned they looked at some of the roads that Sanquist broke the ice off, improved the quality of surface.  Sanquist mentioned he would need to order some crack sealant.  Goeden made a motion to approve Sanquist to order 4 pallets of crack sealant not to exceed $4,000.00.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried. 
Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  Korsgaden mentioned there are 2 open ended situations at this time, Century Link crossing in process and administrative split.  Korsgaden provided pictures to the board for the 3-9-20 Telecom request for permit.  Korsgaden stated  he feels this qualifies under F on the fee schedule, commercial structure, 500 foot or under, the board agreed with Korsgaden.  Korsgaden mentioned he has had building permit requests earlier than before, thinking material prices will be going up. 
Public Comment: ODean Hokanson brought up discussion concerning a pet cemetery at the Henrietta Town Cemetery.   Schmid mentioned there was some discussion at the annual meeting.  Schmid stated there are too many things that need to be answered, biggest concern was what is considered a pet.  Schmid spoke with Frank Kruft, Kruft stated that there is nothing that he knows of that prevents doing it.   Kruft told Schmid that ashes can be put on plots now, a separate plot is not needed. Schmid mentioned that Kruft stated  there have been a lot of cremations in the last 10 years,   40% of old cemetery is being used, but in reality 80% spoken for, plots were designed for 5 burial sites on each plot.  Kruft was not opposed to doing the pet cemetery, would do whatever the township decides to do. Schmid stated Kruft also mentioned that maps should be updated at the Town Hall.  Hokanson mentioned to put all records on a computer. Schmid recommended the Township put an agreement together with Zingraf’s  before they should decide to sell.  Schmid mentioned the other part of the discussion was that nobody is sure of the rules for permanent marker or headstone, so if a pet were buried there, would a marker be required for the pet.  Schmid mentioned maintaining around these is another issue, and would there be liability to the Township.  Johnsrud mentioned that everything he heard so far was negative.  Johnsrud stated another option could be the park on north end of Long Lake, this is Henrietta property.  This area could be opened up and brushed down.    Melbo mentioned the best option is if you want to cremate your animal and put on your gravesite, that is allowed.    

OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue:  Johnsrud mentioned there is an issue on 219th, where tiling is done, water is running.  Johnsrud asked Sanquist to add more class 5 to the area. Johnsrud stated the junction at south end will need some work also.  Johnsrud mentioned he would like approval from the board  to take care of the area north of the creek where the frost boil was taken out and water is running.   Melbo made a motion to allow Sanquist Construction to move ahead and get 219th in shape for bituminous.  Second by Goeden.  Motion called and carried. 
Edward Jones Certificate: Edward Jones certificate will come due on March 26, 2020.  Clerk Ann Lempola presented rates from Edward Jones, Northview Bank and Citizens National Bank.  Goeden made a motion to authorize Clerk, Ann Lempola choose the best of the 3 (Edward Jones, Northview Bank, and Citizens National Bank) on March 26, 2020.  Second by Schmid.   Motion called and carried. 
Johnsrud mentioned that when bids were let for the aggregate material the estimate was $7.25, the actual bid came in at $9.43, therefore the cost went from $43,680.53 to $56,815.75.   Johnsrud mentioned our cost for 219th would be approximately $100,000. .   Goeden made a motion  to go ahead with projects as planned, contingent on county board approval.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried. 
Spring Short Course:  The Spring Short Course will be held on April 1, 2020, Sanford Center, Bemdji.  Reminder to keep lunch ticket for reimbursement.  



NEW BUSINESS
Maintenance on chip and tar roads:  Johnsrud asked the Board to start thinking about maintenance on chip and tar roads.   Johnsrud mentioned this should be the year to do another coating.  Johnsrud stated this project  would be put out on bids.  The roads will be looked at during the road tour in the spring.   Discussion on this is tabled to the April meeting.   


Donation requests:  Discussion was held concerning donation requests received.  Goeden mentioned the Park Rapids Tennis Association  is a one time request, if grant is not received, money is returned to the Township. Goeden made a motion to donate a total of $5300.  Second by Schmid. 

The above motion includes:  Headwaters Animal Shelter for $200 (#18.022), Support Within Reach for $250 (#365.10), Hubbard First Response and Rescue for $2500 (#465.037), Park Rapids Tennis Association-City of Park Rapids for $500 (#365.10, Sub 14), Park Rapids Library Board for $750 (#134.12, Sub 2), Kinship of the Park Rapids Area for $500 (#365.10, Sub 2), Living At Home for $600 (#365.10, Sub 2) 

City of Park Rapids Fire Contract: Discussion was held concerning the City of Park Rapids fire contract.   14 of 91 calls in 2019 were in Henrietta Township.  Schmid made a motion to enter into a contract the City of Park Rapids-Park Rapids Fire Department for a total of $33,082.53.   Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried. 

PNP Recap:  Clerk, Ann Lempola gave a recap of the PNP.  Lempola mentioned 147 residents voted.    
ODean Hokanson mentioned that he had a chance to observe and voters had to bend over to sign their name.  Hokanson mentioned it would be nice to have a podium or tables that are higher for them to sign on.  The Township will try to provide the service at the next election.  

Schmid mentioned Dan Stacey contacted him about what the Township had in writing for gravel pits.  Johnsrud responded that it is on the website.  Gary Korsgaden will contact Dan Stacey.  Schmid mentioned this a general question, does not concern gravel pits in Henrietta Township. 

Nasser made a motion to adjourn.  Second by Goeden.  Motion called and carried. 
Meeting adjourned at 8:14pm.
