OLD BUSINESS
Update on property cleanup at 16939 169th Ave:   Johnsrud stated that he talked to Hubbard County, the property is in tax forfeiture and has been bid back in by the State of Minnesota.  In 60 days if not paid in full, Hubbard County will own the property.  Johnsrud asked Hubbard County to keep Korsgaden up to date on the progress.  
Edward Jones Certificate maturing March 26, 2019:  Information from Edward Jones concerning the certificate of deposit that is maturing was reviewed.  The balance of this CD will be $102, 050.00 at maturity.  Money can be invested in CD’s in $1,000 increments.  Goeden made a motion to reinvest $102,000.00 into a FDIC Insured Certificate of Deposit at Edward Jones for 12 months at 2.50%.  $50.00 will be sent to the Township by check.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried.  
219th Avenue update: Johnsrud mentioned he has met with Hubbard County and Nevis Township.  A preliminary estimate has been received.  The preliminary cost came to $233,445.00 plus $3700 for shoulder work. In addition to that would be cost for gravel from Cumber and cost for ditch work from Sanquist.  Johnsrud stated property owners are not being assessed for this project.  Goeden made a motion to put the project in for bid.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried. 
Johnsrud mentioned Hubbard County is going to work on a possible grant for Fairway Drive. Engineering work should be the only cost for the Township, all other costs should be taken care of by state parks funds.  
Signature Card for CNB:  Signature card has been updated. 
Spring Short Course-April 3, 2019:  The Spring Short Course on April 3, 2019 at Sanford Center in Bemidji.  No pre-registration is required.  All were reminded to save meal ticket for reimbursement.
