Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid Jr., Tina Melott and Ann Lempola.
The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Nasser made a motion to approve the Minutes of February 9, 2017.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer Report.  Schmid made a motion to accept report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report. He mentioned they plowed and sanded various times, cut trees, did some sign work, replacing new signs as needed.  Johnsrud mentioned that we need a list of the signs that have been replaced.  Ralph will get the list to Ann.  He mentioned some sign posts will need to be replaced, would be done after the ground thaws.  Ralph mentioned they would like to order 6 pallets of tar; he did not have any idea of what the cost would be.  Schmid made a motion to allow Sanquist to order 6 pallets of tar.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
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Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator report:
Planning commission meeting was held on Tuesday, March 7, 2017 to set a public hearing to review conditional use request for Anderson Brothers Voss Pit.  The Planning Commission recommended that the public hearing be held on April 4, 2017 from 6:00pm to 7:00pm.   Planning commission meeting is to be held at conclusion of public meeting to go over the findings of fact and forward to town board prior to their meeting.  The timeline for public hearing is as follows:  March 21st, notices sent to property owners, March 21st, public notice placed in Park Rapids Enterprise.  Korsgaden presented the notice that will go to the property owners.   Korsgaden will provide Ann with names on labels for sending the letter to the property owners.  Korsgaden requested that the conditional use permit and procedures document be modified; Clerk will take care of this.
Nasser made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission for the public hearing to be held on April 4, 2017 from 6:00pm to 7:00pm.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Deer View Road discussion:   Johnsrud mentioned he is still waiting to hear back from the grant request. He is hoping to hear back by the end of the month. 

Investment Banking Options:  Discussion held concerning the rates proposed by Citizens National Bank and Northview Bank at the February meeting.  Schmid, DeLaHunt, Goeden, and Johnsrud checked with Citizens National Bank, Northwoods Bank, TruStar Federal Credit Union, and Northview Bank regarding the rates, all will match the highest rate proposed,   Johnsrud mentioned considering investing at different dates, with the CD’s coming due every 3 months, at $100,000.00 at a time. Schmid made a motion to table until next meeting.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
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Anderson Brothers Voss Property Extractive Use:  This issue discussed during the Zoning Administrator report.  Korsgaden mentioned the check is in route and the map is being revised, this needs to be done before sending the notices out.

AIS Update:  AIS update received from Bill DonCarlos was reviewed.  Clerk was instructed to send the check to the address on file.

Chloride for roads: Letter was sent to Dave Olsonawski, Hubbard County Engineer for chloride on roads.
