The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00p.m., followed with the pledge of allegiance.

Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Second by Nasser. Motion called and carried. 
Russ Johnsrud presented the road report.  Johnsrud mentioned that he met with Nevis Township and Hubbard County concerning 219th Ave.  The bid on this project will possibly be coming out the first part of May. Johnsrud stated he met with Ralph Sanquist on other roads that water is coming across, discussing some improvements on those roads to avoid issues. Due to the drainage law, discussion may be needed with land owners.    
Zoning Administrator report:  Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning report.  Korsgaden stated Paul Bunyan was issued a crossing permit.  Korsgaden mentioned Ben Tande is building a 10,080 square foot commercial building.  Korsgaden mentioned he asked him to come up with drainage plan and this was done.  Korsgaden stated he thinks the plan looks good, permit issued.
Korsgaden asked for clarification from the Board:  Are General Commercial zones considered road crossings?  Goeden verified no conditional use permit would be needed.  Korsgaden mentioned we have been charging $50 per crossing.  Korsgaden stated there is no specific charge on the fee schedule, this fee should be clarified at some point. Clerk will check if fee schedule can be amended to include crossing.  This will be put on agenda for May meeting.  
Public comment:  Johnsrud was contacted by an individual purchasing a property, this person inquired as to how to change liquor license from 3.2 to hard liquor. Johnsrud referred to Hubbard County. 

OLD BUSINESS
Edward Jones Certificate renewed:  Certificate of Deposit at Edward Jones was renewed in the amount of $102,000.00 at 2.50%.  Maturity date is 3/27/2020. 
219th Avenue update:   Johnsrud stated he met with Nevis Township and looked at some concern areas.  Johnsrud mentioned there is an area that will need to be dug out and will also need to raise the road in one area where the water is going across, about 100 yards.  
Update on property cleanup 16939 169th Ave:  Korsgaden gave an update on the cleanup at 16939 169th Ave.  Korsgaden mentioned a letter has been received from Hubbard County Attorney, Jonathan Frieden.  The letter sites ordinance #18, and also states legal action may be taken if the property is not cleaned up by June 1.  The letter basically relieves the Township of any burden.

Spring Short Course Review:  Discussion was held concerning the Spring Short Course.  Goeden mentioned the Township should have a written collateral agreement from banks if deposits are over $250,000.00.  Clerk will check with Citizens National Bank for written collateral agreement.  

Chris Bolton variance: Discussion was held concerning the Bolton variance.  Johnsrud stated he would like a letter drafted from the board with concerns of the Township.  The letter should state if the project is approved and there is maintenance required on the roads, this will be paid by the developer.  Goeden made a motion to draft letter with clerk to be sent to Environmental Services.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried. 
Wright County Update:  Korsgaden mentioned he has been involved with the Wright County issue for quite some time, they require mandatory decontamination and gated access.  They were going to expand the reach of the program.  Korsgaden mentioned that 2 meetings were held, late January and one in March with the DNR Commissioner.  After these meetings, a letter has been drafted in total rejection of the Wright County situation.   Korsgaden mentioned just for information, if they would have approved this, it would have been a pandoras box with a number of lake associations wanting the same program.  Korsgaden mentioned the DNR feels the best way to handle this is education.
