Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, Dacle Schmid, Jr., and Ann Lempola
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the minutes of March 8, 2018.  Nasser Seconded. Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.   Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser made a motion to approve the bills. Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Korsgaden requested agenda item in the new business for Conditional Use Permit be moved to the Zoning Administrator report.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Johnsrud Seconded. Motion called and carried. 
The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Sanquist mentioned they plowed and sanded various roads throughout the last month, mainly the blacktops.  They bladed a few roads also, when they thawed out enough to do so. Sanquist is waiting to start the crack sealing and sweeping. Sanquist mentioned he drove a lot of the roads, there are some bad spots, but will need to get the weather to change before anything can be done.
Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator report.  Korsgaden mentioned it has been pretty quiet, a few phone calls.  Korsgaden mentioned he looked at the A & D Trash Service sign, it was determined that the land owner has a permit.  
Mia and Steve Long from the Ark Animal Clinic were present to discuss a Conditional Use Permit to establish a veterinary clinic at 17261 State 34, Park Rapids.  The property is now owned by Roiko Properties, LLC, and they are applying for the permit.  The Long’s are in the process of purchasing the property from Roiko Properties, the purchase of the property is contingent on the approval of the Conditional Use Permit.  The Board discussed the process for a public hearing and planning commission meeting.  Korsgaden will work with Clerk to send out notification to land owners and to post and publish the public hearing.   Public hearing date and Planning Commission meeting set for May 1, 2018. 

OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Bill Westerberg and Julie Kingsley attended the meeting to present information to the Board.  Kingsley mentioned that the SWCD is the fiscal agent, but there really isn’t anything they need to approve since it is a grant through MARC&D.   Kingsley mentioned if an easement is needed, that would need to be in place before construction begins. Johnsrud mentioned that the Township is protected by statute with a prescriptive easement. Westerberg presented sketches of the project and explained the project in detail to the Board with 2 options.  Westerberg suggested that for traffic control for the project, the road should be closed to thru traffic.  One lane of traffic should be maintained at all times, if the contractor cannot provide access to the residents, he will need to contact the residents 24 hours in advance. DeLaHunt suggested avoiding the 4th of July week if possible.  Johnsrud made a motion to move ahead with the project for bids, option 2 with 3rd row of chambers. Westerberg will put it out onto the bid site.  DeLaHunt asked Westerberg to forward the plan to him and he will send the plan to Faber.  Goeden seconded the motion for option 2 with 3rd row of chambers.  Motion called and carried.  
Edward Jones Certificate:  Paperwork received from Edward Jones was reviewed.  DeLaHunt mentioned that the Board should possibly look at developing an investment policy.  DeLaHunt will look at it and will discuss again at the next meeting.  
DAC Contract:  Goeden made a motion to update the cleaning services contract with the Hubbard County DAC.  Johnsrud Seconded.  Clerk will verify insurance is in place. Motion called and carried.

AIS Resolution:  Goeden made a motion to approve AIS Resolution #2018-01.  Johnsrud seconded. Motion called and carried. 
Donation Requests:  List of donation requests was reviewed. Johnsrud listed the statutes that apply for each donation requested.  Schmid made a motion to limit donations to $5,000 and donate the same amount as 2017 to all those that received donations in 2017, adding Support Within Reach for $250. Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Fire contract: Schmid made a motion to enter into a fire contract with the City of Park Rapids.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
Mowing contract: Letter was received from Ray Ball, announcing that he is retiring and his business has been sold to Josh Weiss.  Johnsrud will contact Josh Weiss.  Tabled to next meeting. 
Spring short course information: Spring short course was held at the Sanford Center in Bemidji on April 4th.  Board felt it was a good venue and good information was presented. 
Road tour date/time:  Goeden made a motion to set the road tour for May 2, 2018 at 9:00am, meeting at the town hall.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
