Attendance: Dave DeLaHunt, Duane Goeden,  Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid Jr., Tina Melott and Ann Lempola.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:05 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Minutes of March 9, 2017.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer’s report.  There was discussion concerning entries in the road and bridge fund for signs.  Johnsrud will speak to Ralph Sanquist about these entries and let Treasurer Melott know how to proceed.  Goeden made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid requested to add #6 under old business as Peterka Scrap Yard.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Ralph Sanquist presented the road report. Roads were plowed, sanded, bladed, and some shoulders were pulled. The black top roads and intersections were swept.  Cracks on asphalt roads were prepared for crack sealing, which will start next week.  Johnsrud mentioned it was an ideal year to pull shoulders and it was needed.  Johnsrud asked for update on signs.  Sanquist will get that to Johnsrud. 





Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator report.
Korsgaden mentioned it was a busy month.  A correction was made on the report to Vredenburg rather than Vreden. Korsgaden has now set up Monday afternoons to do building permits.    Discussed a call Korsgaden received from a property owner about speed on Farmview road.  Korsgaden contacted Sheriff Cory Aukes about the problem.   Johnsrud mentioned he discussed this with the County Engineer and there are 2 statutes that allow for the Township to sign the road; 169.011, subdivision 69A and 169.14, subdivision 2, part 8, he needs to check to see if it fits that.  Johnsrud mentioned there would need to be a petition with more than one signature before it is brought before the board.   The Township would then need to adopt a resolution.  The Sheriff would then be contacted to make them aware that it will be signed for 35mph.  After the resolution has been signed, the speed limit can be enforced.  DeLaHunt mentioned to Korsgaden that this type of complaint can be passed to Johnsrud.

OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Johnsrud gave an update on Deer View Road.  Johnsrud mentioned we have been awarded the grant.  The project has to be completed by July 31, 2018.  Johnsrud is now working on FEMA to pick up the Township portion as much as possible.   Once an engineering plan is in place, a meeting date will be set for the property owners. 
Investment Banking Options:  Discussion was held concerning the rates proposed by Citizens National Bank, Northview Bank, Northwoods Bank, and Trustar.  Johnsrud made a motion to invest $100,000.00 into a Certificate of Deposit for a term of 12 months at Northview Bank, then follow every 3 months for the total sum of $300,000.00.  The Board will determine which bank the next 12 month Certificate will go to in 3 months.   Goeden seconded. Motion called and carried. 
Anderson Brothers Voss Property Extractive Use:  Gary Korsgaden presented the findings of fact from the public hearing held on April 4, 2017.  The Planning Commission approved the conditional use permit on April 4, 2017.  Nasser motioned to approve. Schmid seconded.  Property owner, Debbie Thompson voiced concerns about the gravel pit.  The Board told the property owner that this decision is made by the Planning Commission and that the use meets all of the conditions in the ordinance.  The board reminded the property owner that the conditional use permit requires hours of operation to be limited to 6am to 10pm.  Schmid told the property owner to let the board members know how it’s going.  Goeden mentioned the Township needs to require a performance bond from Anderson Brothers, to be determined by the Town Board. The performance bond should be adequate to reclaim all excavated areas. Motion called and carried.



DeLaHunt made a motion to recommend a $500,000.00 performance bond.  Nasser seconded.   Motion called and carried.  
AIS: Resolution was read aloud by DeLaHunt.  Motion to approve resolution by Johnsrud, seconded by Schmid.  Nasser abstained.  Motion called and carried.
Multi Hazard Mitigation Planning Meeting:  Russ attended the meeting on March 23.  Johnsrud stated that after discussion with Nevis Township, he pulled 219th off the hazardous mitigation plan.  He left 209th in the plan, for funding through FEMA, he also inserted Deer View Road into the project for funding.   Deer Drive Access was also added, very excited about it for fire protection. 
Peterka scrap yard:  Sue Tostenson appeared before the board. Schmid mentioned that there was no response for a number of months, Tostenson mentioned that she has been very sick.  Tostenson told the board  that they do not live on the property any longer.  Tostenson told the board that they are going to have a scrap yard.  Schmid told the property owner that property owners are telling him that they are buying scrap.  Schmid also told the property owner that no certificate of insurance has been provided to the Township.   Tostenson told the Board she will try to provide the certificate of insurance within 30 days.  The board told Tostenson that the application for license would need to be done at the county.

NEW BUSINESS
L& B Inc. Liquor License:  With no known issues, Nasser made a motion to approve liquor license for L& B Inc-Companeros & Dorset House.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Mike McMorrow Contract: Mike McMorrow was present to renew lawn service for the township.  Goeden mentioned that the Certificate of insurance should be $1.5 million.  McMorrow will check with his insurance agent.  McMorrow was told by the Board that he could have the insurance increase reimbursed by the Township on the contract.  McMorrow will return at the May meeting.  

Ray Ball Contract:  Motion made by Schmid to approve contract for Ray Ball.  Johnsrud seconded.   Ball’s insurance was reviewed, verified that he has $2million.  Motion called and carried.  


Road discussion:  Next week, Ralph Sanquist and Johnsrud will go out and look at the dip in the road on 170th.  Johnsrud has been working with some engineers on it, if it is done settling,it was recommended to  document now and document in the fall and then it set up for a year from now to mill out the edges of the dip, cut it out and depending on how much depth, may be able to pull the whole dip out and layer it in and lay the last 1 ½” on flat.  If not changed by fall, the recommendation would be to mill it and fill it.  Johnsrud mentioned there is a problem on Enchanted, water is running down a driveway and into the lake.  Sanquist and Johnsrud will look at this also and try to find a resolution.  Johnsrud brought up a proposal that he received from a person who does not own property at this time, the person wants to know if he can move 209th.   Johnsrud mentioned that it should be looked at during the road tour.  Johnsrud mentioned that the Township cannot pay the cost for this.  A 66’ easement,   would be needed, a road built and a road signed before it can be adopted. The Township would also have to keep 209th, as there are other property owners that access off of 209th.   DeLaHunt mentioned perhaps the County would have something to say about this also.  Johnsrud mentioned there would possibly be some wetlands in the area also.  Johnsrud mentioned that he wanted the board to be aware of this, it may be 2-3 years down the road.  This person asked Johnsrud to bring it before the board.  
Road tour date:  Johnsrud made a motion to hold the road tour on April 26, 2017 at 8:30am.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Spring short course discussion:  Discussion was held at the Spring Short Course concerning using personal email for township business.  Treasurer Melott requested to open up a new email account for her at Arvig.  Melott checked with Arvig, it would be $15.25 to set up a new email account for her, then $.50 for each email per month.   DeLaHunt suggested to open an account for everybody on the Township board.  DeLaHunt mentioned that Email can be checked by going to Arvig.net, using a login and password.  Schmid made a motion to set up emails for all township board members.  DeLahunt seconded.  Goeden made a motion to table the vote until item 9 on agenda is discussed.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
City of Park Rapids Fire contract: Goeden made a motion to approve the fire contract with the City of Park Rapids. Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Donation requests:  Discussion was held concerning donation requests received.  Goeden made a motion to accept requests for same amounts as 2016 with the exception of Support Within Reach (Donation paper work incomplete).  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The above motion includes:  Living at Home in the amount of $600 (#365.10 sub 14), Park Rapids Area Library in the amount of $750 (#134.12, sub 2), Headwaters Animal Shelter in the amount of $200 (#18.022), Hubbard County Historical Society in the amount of $200 (#138.053),  Kinship in the amount of $500 (#365.10, sub 14), and Hubbard First Response & Rescue in the amount of  $2,500 (465.037)(actual contract of services).

Paul Bunyan discussion:  Discussion was held concerning changing internet and phone provider from Arvig to Paul Bunyan.  It was determined that the change would not save the Township any money.  Schmid made a motion to add email addresses for Treasurer Melott and all Supervisors to the Township’s Arvig account, Johnsrud seconded. Motion called and carried. 


Discussion was held concerning an air conditioner for the town hall.  Johnsrud also mentioned that the light on the flag is not working.  DeLaHunt made a motion to have Johnsrud request a quote from an electrician for LED lights on the flag pole and an air conditioner and Goeden to request a quote from a contractor to fix the roof leak and for an opening in the wall for an air conditioner.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

The board authorized Tina Melott to have a check signed by Supervisor, Dave DeLaHunt and Clerk, Ann Lempola, and Treasurer Tina Melott to transfer the funds from Citizens National Bank to Northview Bank for a 12 month CD.  Clerk, Ann Lempola will check what is needed with Northview Bank to invest in the CD.  Johnsrud motioned to have signatures obtained on the signature card as needed, 6 signatures on the card, 3 signatures to withdraw.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
