Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of March 12, 2020 as presented.   Second by Nasser.    Roll call vote taken;  Schmid-yes, Goeden-yes, Nasser-yes, Melbo-yes, Johnsrud-yes, 0 no.   Motion called and carried.  
Treasurer Tina Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Melbo made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Goeden.  Roll call vote taken;  Schmid-yes, Goeden-yes, Nasser-yes, Melbo-yes, Johnsrud-yes, 0 no.   Motion called and carried.  
Claims list report was given to supervisors in their packet before the meeting. Melott mentioned there was one claim not on the list to Russell Johnsrud for $12.19.  This claim will be added to the list for approval.  Goeden made a motion to approve the bills, claim numbers 9842 through 9857 and 7 payroll claims submitted.  Second by Schmid.  Roll call vote taken;  Schmid-yes, Goeden-yes, Nasser-yes, Melbo-yes, Johnsrud-yes, 0 no.   Motion called and carried.  
Melbo made motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Second by Schmid.  Roll call vote taken;  Schmid-yes, Goeden-yes, Nasser-yes, Melbo-yes, Johnsrud-yes, 0 no.   Motion called and carried.  
Todd Sanquist presented the road report. Sanquist mentioned they did some sanding and bladed some roads. Sanquist stated he has not ordered the 4 pallets of crack fill material that was approved at the -approximately  $938 per pallet, may need up to 10 pallets, about $9380 for filling material.  Sanquist mentioned freight was included in this estimate,   at the most would be $9380.   Sanquist mentioned that most would be used this year.  Schmid made a motion to purchase 10 pallets of crack fill material.  Second by Goeden.  Roll call vote taken;  Schmid-yes, Goeden-yes, Nasser-yes, Melbo-yes, Johnsrud-yes, 0 no.   Motion called and carried.  
Sanquist mentioned that they can start sweeping asphalt roads to crack fill them, would like to run soil conditioners on some of the roads to help pull the shoulders, should be minimal, but should cut down on complaints.  Sanquist mentioned he would like to put a load of class 5 on 209th  Avenue.  Sanquist stated a culvert needs to be repaired on 169th Avenue.   Johnsrud mentioned that there is a culvert on 189th Avenue that also needs to be repaired.    Melbo mentioned that there is a sign laying in the ditch on 189th Avenue. 
Johnsrud mentioned there was an approach in Ember Loop that he checked on.  Johnsrud stated he also had a complaint from an individual about Chris Bolton piling snow in access, turned out to be no issue.  
Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  The Zoning administrator report was provided in printed form.   Korsgaden read an email received from MN Department of Labor and Industry, clarifying that the Township issues Land Use Zoning permits. Korsgaden mentioned he would like interpretation from the board.   Goeden mentioned the intent of the Township  was never to enforce state building codes. Korsgaden mentioned at the bottom of  filing cabinet is all permits by year, just a few left to go.  Korsgaden will finish what he can, but is running out of envelopes.  Clerk will look into ordering envelopes.  

OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue:  Johnsrud mentioned 219th is still scheduled to start shortly after June 1.  Sanquist will be fixing the low spot in road.  Johnsrud mentioned he gave Sanquist the aggregate map, one culvert needs to be put in, and rebuild a few spots on a few roads that needed to be done prior to graveling.  Johnsrud mentioned Sanquist was also going to work on intersection on south end of 219th to remove some traffic issues. 
Johnsrud mentioned he checked on State Parks Grant money for Boulder Lake Access Road.  Nothing determined to date.  
Edward Jones Certificate: Edward Jones certificate was renewed at $104,000 for 12 months at Edward Jones at an interest rate of  1.2%will come due on March 26, 2020.   Melott mentioned the check will be deposited and will show on next month’s Treasurer’s report.  
Maintenance on chip and tar roads:  Johnsrud mentioned he received an email from Todd Bartels of Pearson Brothers; they are setting up a work schedule and were wondering about work on chip and tar roads.  Johnsrud mentioned we do need to do something with chip and tar roads if we are going to hold them together.  This would need to be put on bids due to the cost.   Goeden mentioned he would like to see an overlay on all roads this year, with the exception of the Boulder Lake access road.  Goeden made a motion to send out bid requests for overlay on  2 miles of 200th  Street, 1.1 miles of Dayspring Drive,   
0 .8 miles of 170th, 0.5miles of Driftwood Lane, and 1 mile of 219th Avenue, adding others if needed.   Second by Schmid.   Roll call vote taken;  Schmid-yes, Goeden-yes, Nasser-yes, Melbo-yes, Johnsrud-yes, 0 no.   Motion called and carried.  
Board of Appeals and Equalization:  Clerk Ann Lempola explained the process of the Local Board of Appeals and Equalization that will be held by WebEx meeting and phone on April 15, 2020 at 1:00pm due to the Pandemic.  Lempola mentioned appellants need to call the County to schedule an appointment to be heard at this meeting.  Lempola mentioned that there will be a test session on Monday, April 13 at 1:00pm.  Lempola stated she sent instructions for the test meeting on Monday, April 13 and the instructions for the meeting on Wednesday, April 15 have also been sent by email.
