Schmid mentioned there was a curve sign down by LaPasta (was noted on road tour).  O’Dean Hokanson mentioned there is a Dead End sign missing on road (was also noted on road tour).
Johnsrud added that stop ahead signs are not required per sign reduction law; a stop ahead sign is not needed unless there’s an obstructed view. 


 

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report. Gary mentioned he likes doing his permits on Mondays, he also mentioned that the file system needs to be worked on.  Anderson Conditional use permit is good.  He has taken a few phone calls concerning the zoning meeting coming up.  Korsgaden mentioned that he cannot locate pins or property lines, this is considered a survey, and it is against the law for him to do this.

Assessor’s report:  Mark Peterson and Penny Vikre were at the meeting to discuss their quintile process for this coming year.  A map was provided to show the projects for this year’s (2018) assessment.  Peterson mentioned that Hubbard County is in process of redoing their website.  No concerns or questions from the board. OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Russ met with SWCD concerning the project; the plans are not ready yet.  Final date on this project is July, 2018.   Gary Korsgaden mentioned that there were laths on Deer View Road and then they disappeared.  He also reminded the Township that 5 years ago, the laths also disappeared. Korsgaden also mentioned there is a tree in the road, about 3 feet from the road right of way.    Johnsrud recommended waiting until the road project starts to do anything about this.  Johnsrud requested that a deputy be present at the meeting for Deer View Road improvements. Deputy Rittgers in attendance noted this request. 
Investments:  Dacle Schmid’s signature was needed to proceed with the CD at Northview Bank.  Janet Gruis’ signature also needed.  When the CD is ready, whoever is on the checkbook will need to sign the CD. 
Anderson Brothers Conditional Use permit:  Permit is done and filed with Hubbard County.  
Mike McMorrow was present to discuss mowing contract.  New insurance information was provided for $2 million liability.  McMorrow was told to adjust the rate accordingly for the difference in the bill.  Nasser made a motion to approve readjusted contract, Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Melott presented the new email addresses for all supervisors.  Melott will put the new Email addresses on the website.  



Air conditioner and town hall roof repair discussion:  Goeden presented a bid for roof repair from Yliniemi Construction. Contractor recommended blowing in additional insulation. 
DeLaHunt presented a quote for an air conditioner from Harvala’s.   
Johnsrud mentioned that he has not received a bid from Randy Avenson, electrician for a quote for 220 outlet, he will contact him again.  Schmid made a motion to install air conditioner and do the roof repair, this includes the electrical work as needed.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Goeden abstained.

Discussion was held concerning the flag pole, O’Dean Hokanson mentioned a new rope is needed for the flag pole.  Johnsrud will get a price from Darchuk’s for a new flag pole.

Enchanted Drive Access: Discussion was held concerning the access.  Johnsrud recommended checking with Environmental Services before proceeding.  Goeden made a motion to have brush removed as allowed by the Shoreland Ordinance on Enchanted Drive Access.  Schmid seconded.   Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud is planning on going to the Township meeting on May 15 along with Schmid. 

Discussion was held concerning the snowmobile races and this affecting the roads. Schmid mentioned that we need to address this. A property owner on 169th and 170th  pointed out that there was possibly damage at the intersection of the NE corner.  DeLaHunt mentioned that it should be addressed before the race next year.
