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Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Perry Melbo, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid, Jr., Tina Melott, and Ann Lempola
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnsrud at 7:05p.m., following the road tour continued meeting. 
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of April 11, 2019 as presented.   Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer report. Melbo made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Goeden .  Motion called and carried.
Goeden made a motion to approve claim numbers 9704 thru 9714 and 12 payroll claims submitted.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Changes were made to the agenda as follows: Agenda item number 5, Septic Compliance under Old Business was moved to Zoning Administrator Report.  Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Second by Nasser. Motion called and carried. 
Ralph Sanquist presented the road report:  Sanquist mentioned they snowplowed, bladed roads, crack filled and started 219th Avenue road project.  Sanquist stated they were slowed down by about a week on the 219th Avenue project due to locating issues by Century Link.  Sanquist mentioned they ordered 4 pallets of crack fill material, and would need approval for billing..  Goeden made a motion to approve billing for 4 pallets of crack fill material.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried. 
Zoning Administrator report:  The Zoning Administrator report was presented by Gary Korsgaden.  Korsgaden stated that he did a site visit to Timber Creek Dock and Lift.  Other activity on the report submitted. 
Discussion was held concerning septic system compliance.  Korsgaden mentioned that the County does not require compliance for existing septic systems outside the shoreland zone. Korsgaden stated we rely on this as a Township for compliance of our septic systems.  Korsgaden stated that according to the MN Pollution Control Agency, from the time a septic system is put in, the owner can make revisions to the home, get a building permit, etc. for 5 years from the time the septic system is put in.  After 5 years, then it has to be checked every 3 years. Korsgaden mentioned that if a resident comes in to get a building permit, he has to determine when the septic system was put in.  Korsgaden asked if the Board would like to follow the guidelines from the MPCA outside the shoreland zone.  Korsgaden stated that the MPCA told him they want all government agencies to comply within 18 months.  Goeden mentioned he would like to see the MPCA documents before voting on it.  Korsgaden will provide documents from the MPCA at the next meeting.  
Korsgaden provided a permit application sample to include crossings.  Korsgaden will work with clerk to develop new form.  Goeden mentioned he would like to see a contact number included on the form. 
Public Comment: Chad from Cabin Care Specialists was present at the meeting to present a new bid.  Clerk verified the contract in place goes through April 30, 2020, therefore no changes will be made.   Chad will forward  updated insurance information to Clerk.

OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue update:   Johnsrud mentioned there is one change on 219th.  The road will not be raised 18”,  a center line culvert will be put in.  Projected reconstruction end possibly the end of the next week (May 17).
Written Collateral Agreement-Citizens National Bank:  Form received from Citizens National Bank was reviewed and signed.  Clerk will deliver the form to the Bank. 
Amend Fee Schedule to include crossings:  Melbo mentioned he did some investigating into the fees other townships charge for crossings, he found that Todd Township charges $100,  no other Townships charge.  Korsgaden mentioned he would like it noted on the fee schedule as crossings.  Goeden made a motion to adopt the Fee Schedule as presented with the addition of #16,  Road Crossing-Utilities $50.00.   Nasser second.  Motion called and carried.    
Ditch Mowing Contract:  Two bids were received for ditch mowing.  The two bids received were Weiss Mowing (contractor last year), $85 per hour, and Hensel Mowing, $84.00 per hour.  Discussion was held concerning the equipment used by both contractors.  Goeden mentioned more information would be needed to make a decision.  Clerk was asked to contact Hensel Mowing to inquire what type of equipment will be used.  Goeden asked to table until the end of the agenda.   Contact was made with Hensel Mowing, discussion continued on the mowing bids.  Goeden made a motion to award contract to Jeremy Hensel at $84.00 per hour.  Melbo Second.  Motion called and carried.  
Notification of Chris Bolton-Conditional Use Application:   Schmid mentioned he had a lengthy discussion with Jim Cashman concerning the Bolton application for CUP.   Schmid mentioned Cashman wanted to note that the working relationship with the Township has been good over many years and he would be disappointed to have to take it to the next step to close the road.  Schmid reminded Cashman he could not close the road, as it is a Township road. Cashman then told Schmid he would have to close the end, where they built the pillars, which would not allow any space to turn around.  Cashman mentioned his concern was that RV’s will be coming in with no place to turn around.  Cashman told Schmid there are 27 cabins that need access, he did not want to shut down the road, but putting a dead end sign is not going to stop people from going back to the end of the road.  Schmid told Cashman that this is a County issue. Cashman said the least he would expect of the Township would be to send a letter to the County telling of the Township’s disapproval of the project.  Schmid told him that this cannot be done, Bolton is not breaking any laws.  Schmid assured Cashman that he would bring this information to the Board. 
 Andy Froelich spoke to the Board with concerns of the road being closed.  The concerns brought to the Board were, how the grader would turn around, how are emergency services going to get through, how would mail get through.   Froelich asked the Board to consider contingencies if Cashman does close the road.  Schmid asked if the Froelich’s have to go through the pillars to access their property, the answer to this question was no.  
Johnsrud mentioned that Cashman has also contacted him concerning this issue.  Johnsrud mentioned the Township cannot write a letter against this project.  Johnsrud mentioned Cashman told him he is not opposed to having RV sites, but not there, anywhere else on the lake, but not there.  Johnsrud assured the residents there will be a contingency plan, this would begin by having a surveyor mark the Township’s ownership and easement.  Johnsrud mentioned 4 years ago, the board met with the Cashman’s  and agreed to fix their private road if the Township had the ability to continue to use it.  The Board approved the expenditures in July, 2015 and the work was done in October,  2015.  Johnsrud mentioned there would be 2 options for contingency purposes:   Option 1: talk to landowners, would they be willing to give up extra feet to improve road or put in cul-de-sac.  Option 2:  vacate the road, in this case, all maintenance issues would fall back on land owners.   Schmid mentioned that Cashman is trying to use this to stop the development, he is talking to the wrong people, there is nothing the Township can do, other than some stipulations on the township roads, which has already been addressed.  Johnsrud mentioned the Township is more than willing to work with property owners and set up whatever can be done legally.  Sanquist mentioned that the road and easement have been maintained for 7 years, (since 1988) is this now a township road?  
The Board thanked the property owners for their input.  Goeden asked if road issues have been addressed.  Johnsrud verified a letter was sent on April 17.  

NEW BUSINESS
3.2 Malt Liquor License Request-Bully Barn:  Goeden made a motion to pass the 3.2 Malt Liquor License for the Bully Barn to the County Board.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried. 
Cashman Revocation of Easement:   Discussion was held concerning email received from James Cashman.  Goeden suggested to have our attorney approach if needed.  
Extractive Pit direction:  Larry Roberts from the Planning Commission was present to discuss extractive pits. Roberts mentioned in September of 2018, the board asked that Korsgaden and Roberts look at the bonding issues with extractive pits.  Roberts mentioned that some files have information about bonds, some do not.  Roberts requested direction from the board as to what they want to do, with the understanding that it may take many hours.  Roberts mentioned he thinks there are only 3 active pits at this time.  Roberts stated he would like to make sure paperwork is in order on each one and if  inactive over a year, something should be put in the file to close them and new CUP should be issued.  Goeden mentioned that the 2 year review should be carried through, per stipulation on CUP’s.  Roberts mentioned the Planning Commission will start through them at their meeting in June. Korsgaden mentioned there should be a checklist by pit. Roberts mentioned they need to be put in order and then would need to be kept in order.  
Northview Bank CD :  Nasser made a motion to renew CD at Northview Bank for 12 months at a rate of 1.50%, in the amount of $102,319.08.  Schmid second.  Motion called and carried. 
Summer Specialized Training: Table to June meeting.  
Nasser made a motion to adjourn.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried. 
Meeting adjourned at 8:50 pm.
