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Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Perry Melbo, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid, Jr., Tina Melott and Lila Kalish
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00 p.m., followed by the pledge of allegiance.  
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of May 14, 2020 as presented.   Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Tina Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Schmid made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.  Tina needs W-4s from several planning commissioners. 
Nasser made a motion to approve the bills, claim numbers 9870 through 9879 and 11 payroll claims submitted.  Second by Melbo .  Motion called and carried.
Added to the agenda under Old Business under 219th and Chip and Tar: Update on chloride, aggregate, request for stakes for Deer View, and Top Cut.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried. 
Ralph Sanquist presented the road report . Rebuilt intersection of 219 and 170th street. New blacktop on 219. Flattened road back, cut down hill for dirt and filled in slope to the hill. On 178th cut a hill and filled large dip in road, seeded, made ditches and cured a sight problem. County graveled it today. Has graded and crack sealed several roads. Fixed several holes that Johnsrud and he visited.  Did shoulder work on 289 to prep for gravel. On 164th put in a culvert. Depth was minor so put in 12” pipe.  During month fixed several culverts and signs that had been damaged. Went out once this month and cut dead-fall trees. On Deer View discussed putting markers at rock dams. Russ showed a sample of flexible fiberglass rod.  Goeden moved to approve Johnsrud purchase markers. Schmid seconded. Russ will only buy what is needed. Motion called and carried.


Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.    Lunde update, trailer was moved off the property so that problem is eliminated.  The small golf course one acre lots have been sold and people are inquiring about building on them.  Need permit for building, but not for access until the trail becomes a road. See New Business #5. 
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Dave DeLaHunt announced the Courthouse is now open.  Passports are not being processed yet. State budget is looking at a deficit. County is looking at what they can do to be proactive on this year’s budget, because next year will be tough. Goal is to not raise the levy next year. Have already cut $3.1M from the budget. Collections are down about $600,000. Be aware of settlements when they come in and compare them to last year, and then make judgment if any adjustments need to be made. Election judges will need to be prepared to appear if there is a second wave of virus.  Decontamination station for AIS, the level 2 certification was very difficult, then  Covid stopped testing and now short of certified people.
Goeden asked how many townships are doing mail in balloting.  Dave stated there are a number of townships planning to do mail in ballots for this year.
OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue:  Will start July 17, 18, 19 and be completed by July 20th. Sanquist and Johnsrud have been out on the roads several times, and they will tie into blacktop driveways. County is asking Nevis Township to have good run-ins on their side.  Eventually want 4-way stop at junction of 170th and 219th .
Aggregate & Chloride:  has been done.  They are running behind on the chloride. Russ got request for chloride on Friendly Bay Drive.  Can’t get enough buffer space and so there will be no chloride done. Have an issue in the right-of-way, Sanquist will remove a few trees on Friendly Bay and he will leave the wood.
Chip & Tar Project:  Was supposed to start yesterday, but because of the rain West of us they are behind. Our work will start mid-July. We will be adding 160th (Dakota Shores), Hubbard County approved seal coat on 160th. Sanquist has to sweep Day Spring. 
O’Dean Hokansen said there’s a gouge in his road. Sanquist will meet with O’Dean to look at it. 
Top Cut:  Can be done anytime. Johnsrud recommends after July 4 and before we start chip and tar project.  Full cut won’t be until late August/early September. Schmid is concerned about timing because of how many townships he may have ahead of us. Schmid thinks we should move it up to late June. Johnsrud will get township scheduled.
Road Tour:  Sanquist thinks Johnsrud and he have covered every road and every problem several times.  Sanquist suggest we do a road tour early fall. Melbo asked about the trailer house problem. Johnsrud said the roof fell in on one of them so it will be a county issue. Tabled until July.
Quote for Permit envelopes:  Schmid moved that Korsgaden order 250 envelopes for $162.30 plus tax.  Melbo seconded . Motion called and carried.
NEW BUSINESS
Germ shields for election:  Discussion re the changes in the guidelines and what the need will be by November.  Plexiglass is at a premium right now.  Discussion re how many we would need and how they would be used. Schmid will check on pricing for face shields, podium, and adjustable height tables.  Tabled until July.

Membership cards for Township officers:   Cards were distributed to officers. Schmid recommended we call and request two more, we have more officers than most townships.

Forfeited land in Henrietta Township:  Johnsrud wants to research exactly where this is and will meet with Mr. Lohmeier. Goeden moved to table to July meeting. Nasser seconded. Motion called and carried.

June BCOA Meeting:  Board reviewed information. No action required.

Fairway Trail:  Johnsrud and Sanquist have looked at the road numerous times. Road is in fantastic shape (at cost of Headwaters Country Club golf course). It has 24’ top, it will be signed tomorrow. Right-of-way is cleared to 66’. Two houses are being built on this road. Need eight landowner signatures on a petition.  Schmid moved to adopt Resolution # 2020-02, for Henrietta Township to take over Fairway Trail.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  It is now a road. Need to register it.

Richard Swenson talked with Dacle Schmid asking that the township consider buying gravel from him.

Silt fence has been removed on Long Lake restoration.

Nasser made a motion to adjourn.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried.
