Chip & Tar:

*169th S.(1 mile)
*Dayspring Drive (1.1 mile)
*170th East of Hafner’s to Dogwood (.8)
Dovetail (.4 mile)
*200th Street (2 mile)
Fairway Drive (.6)

This is for a 5.9 total of above, (* designates work needs to be done).  Next would be Dovetail Road which is shared with Hubbard and Todd Townships (pre-approval of work would need to be given by other townships), followed by Fairway Drive.   
It was noted that two bids would have to be received for the work proposed above.

Rebuild and Improve:

*Dogwood Road (Shoulder & road) (.5) From Winter’s Driveway and on
164th Street W (.6)
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*210th (Ditch and stump removal) Culvert

189th Avenue (.5 rebuild) (Ditch) This could wait until next year.
*Estate Drive (Entrance & Ditch Work)

(* designates work needs to be done)

Ralph Sanquist stated that the township still owns 650 yards of gravel.

The above projects are the recommendation of the supervisors regarding the road tour.
Nasser made a motion to adjourn.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
