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Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Perry Melbo, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid, Jr., Janet Gruis, and Ann Lempola
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00p.m., followed by the pledge of allegiance.  
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of May 9, 2019 as presented.   Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.
Goeden made a motion to approve the road tour minutes from April 24, 2019 and continued road tour minutes from May 9, 2019.  Melbo second.  Motion called and carried. 
Deputy Treasurer Janet Gruis presented the Treasurer report. Schmid made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to approve claim numbers 9715 thru 9725 and 10 payroll claims submitted.  Second by Goeden.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Second by Nasser. Motion called and carried. 
Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Sanquist mentioned they started with the rebuild of sections of 219th Avenue.  Sanquist stated they cut down a hill on the north end,  so it is close to level coming up to highway, also did a lot of work on the slopes. Sanquist stated they bladed roads and did general maintenance during the month.  Sanquist mentioned they put 40 cubic yards of class 1 on 209th, and worked on some grass shoulders that had wash outs and needed to be pulled in on Elmwood and Flintlock. Sanquist stated there were blow outs on Ferndale Loop, put a load of Class 1 gravel on that.  Sanquist mentioned they may have to do a little shoulder work on 210th and 169th.   Sanquist stated wash outs on Enchanted were fixed also.  Johnsrud mentioned they checked some of the roads, chloride has been completed.  Johnsrud mentioned they cut  chloride 600’ short near Hellkamp Creek as to not add to the creek, some of the 600’ was moved over to 219th.  Johnsrud mentioned the chloride amounts may need to be modified next year on 219th.  Sanquist mentioned he was on Emerald Island, there was a water hole in the middle of the road, pulled shoulders in and will put gravel on it.  Johnsrud mentioned he would like authorization to allow Sanquist to fix 169 and 210th to bring gravel back up to the height that it needs to be.  Sanquist will bring an estimate for this to the next meeting. 
Zoning Administrator report:  The Zoning Administrator report was presented by Gary Korsgaden.  Korsgaden mentioned the Diaz sunroom was not built to compliance, could be some legal issues, has nothing to do with permitting schedule.  Korsgaden stated that the Dally’s will be splitting off 5 acres for their home from the dog kennel, an issue arose when the County told the land owner how the property is zoned.  Korgaden mentioned he spoke to the County about this, they need to be careful, this is zoned 3 different ways.  Korsgaden stated that Dogs Paw is currently leasing the kennel, no need to change the conditional use permit, it was already registered as a dog kennel. Korsgaden mentioned the project on Deer View has greened up really nice, concerns about traffic speed, does not seem to be an issue at this time.  Korsgaden discussed an issue with a deck that the Chicken Coop has a permit approved for.  There is a vent from LaPasta that comes out into the deck, owners of both restaurants are working on a resolution.  Korsgaden mentioned that the Township doesn’t have an involvement.  The Board recommended that Korsgaden stay out of it as much as possible. 
Public Comment:  Goeden mentioned he received a call about a canoe on 160th Avenue access.    Goeden mentioned that he has been there 4 times, the canoe has not been used or moved.  Goeden mentioned he would like to find the owner, but there is no registration on it. Goeden will continue to pursue the owner, if not found, the Sheriff’s department will be contacted to remove it.  
OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue update: Johnsrud mentioned he spoke to Tom Walz from Nevis Township, Cumber’s will start graveling next week to get prepped for asphalt.  Johnsrud mentioned he talked to the Hubbard County Engineer, bids will be opened mid-July.  Johnsrud was told some bids are coming in 3 times higher than estimated costs, County will back away from any asphalt if this happens. Johnsrud mentioned the gravel would be on, it would be OK to wait until next year if this happens.   
 Septic Compliance:  Discussion was held concerning septic compliance.  Korsgaden mentioned that at this time, the Township refers septic requirements to an environmental code.  Korsgaden stated that according to the State, if the septic system is within 5 years in the ground, they do not need to produce compliance, after 5 years, every 3 years they have to produce compliance.  Korsgaden asked if the Board wants to enter into that on the environmental code, however if the property owner calls the County, they do not have a code.  Korsgaden mentioned eventually the county will have to adopt the MPCA guidelines.   Korsgaden stated his recommendation would be to follow the State guidelines.  Goeden mentioned that according to County Ordinance number 41, they should be enforcing septic system compliance.   Goeden mentioned we should have a policy that complies with County Ordinance #41.  Clerk will check to see if a resolution is needed.  Goeden made a motion in regards to sewage treatment systems, anyone requiring a building permit is required to comply with County Ordinance number 41. Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Extractive Pit Update:  Larry Roberts was present to discuss extractions pits.  The Board clarified that a conditional use permit for an extractive pit is good forever, always a pit until reclaimed.  Roberts stated there are 14 identified parcels in Henrietta Township that have extractive pits.  Roberts mentioned there are 11 conditional use permits issued as far back as 2004.  Roberts presented a spread sheet with the pits identified.  Roberts mentioned they would like Korsgaden to go out and verify if the pits are active or inactive. Roberts mentioned they would like to put together by September meeting and give a final recommendation to the board. Roberts mentioned the files are inconsistent with what is in the file, if more are going to be placed, should put something in place so it’s consistent. Roberts mentioned the other concern is if any would expand according to the original plan, documentation would be needed.  Korsgaden recommended a sheet to put in every file with what should be in the file, either the Township or the Planning Commission should come up with this.  Roberts would like the approval for Korsgaden to drive by the pits, to confirm who is active and who is inactive.  Roberts stated the ordinance says a review is to be done every 2 years.  Board gave approval for Korsgaden to do the drive by of the pits, and would be reimbursed for expense, mileage and hours.  The Board recommended photos should be taken and put in the file.  Current contractor should also be verified, a letter should be sent, with a questionnaire.  
Amended Fee schedule:  Nasser made a motion to accept the final version of the fee schedule. Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried.   
Permit Application form:  Schmid made a motion to accept the revised permit application form with applicant phone number added.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried. 
Summer Specialized Training:  Discussion was held concerning Summer Specialized Training.  Johnsrud and Lempola will attend, if anyone else wants to go they will get in touch with Lempola by June 16. 
Pledge Receipt received: Clerk stated a pledge receipt has been received from Citizens National Bank.
