Summer Short Course moved up to earlier in the agenda for purposes of Treasurer to cut checks.   Goeden made a motion to approve the Summer Short Course expenditure. Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.






The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Month of May, graded, seeded spots on 210th Ave.  Completed graveling on Forest Hill Loop and worked with County on preparing roads for chloride.  Johnsrud mentioned there were some roads that got chloride that should not have.  Concentration may have also been put on incorrectly.  Johnsrud will work with the County to resolve the issues and possibly make an adjustment to the bill.  Johnsrud mentioned that he worked with the SWCD; they are looking at working on a grant for all the way around Long Lake for run off issues.  This may include Enchanted Drive.
Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  There are 2 re-zoning requests pending.   Korsgaden mentioned Monday afternoon building permits from 2pm to 5pm is working out well.  He requested that this information be added to the website.  
Schmid made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report. Schmid made a motion to accept report as revised. Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Johnsrud mentioned he requested a letter for what needs to be done to get started on the project.  Johnsrud read a letter received from the Hubbard SWCD.  The letter state that the project will need the boundary lines of the road (unable to get this), property lines need to be located and marked, (Pins out by the road).  Johnsrud mentioned this is not a platted road, it moves somewhat.   DeLaHunt made a motion to have Lindow Surveying locate property line pins.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
Investments:  Signatures needed on CD were obtained.  It was recommended to keep the original CD in the fireproof safe at town hall. The next CD will be discussed in August. 
Air Conditioner for Town Hall and roof repair:  Contractor has been notified the air conditioner was delivered.  Air conditioner should be in before next meeting.  Bid received from electrician for the electrical work was presented by Johnsrud.  Total for the electrical work in the town hall and lights on flag pole was $619.60.  The air conditioner should be installed first before doing the electrical work.   Johnsrud will talk to electrician and try to schedule for the first week in July.


Lights on flag pole and new flag pole:  Johnsrud presented a proposal from Darchuk’s for a new flag pole (aluminum).  The proposal totaled $575 for the flag pole and $30 for pipe to put into ground.  Goeden moved to approve purchase of flag pole and pipe extension.  Nasser seconded. Motion called and carried. 
Summer Short Course in Walker on June 28:  Moved to earlier in the agenda.

Bids for Chip and Tar overlay:  Due to the size of the project, sealed bids are required.  Clerk presented a draft for posting for sealed bids.  Schmid made a motion to advertise for bids for seal coating (chip seal) and fog coating as stated on the draft (1-7), with 0.4 miles added for Dovetail Road. This will be posted in the Park Rapids Enterprise for 2 weeks prior to July 13.  Bid opening at 8pm on July 13, the regular Township meeting date.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried. 
Enchanted Drive: Johnsrud mentioned he is working with Hubbard SWCD and DNR to get a grant to help with any run off issues from roads.  
Goeden asked if there was any new information concerning the Peterka scrap yard.  Schmid mentioned the last word received by the Township is that they are not open for business and are not living there.  
Johnsrud asked if anyone was living in the McBrady place on Highway 34.  It was verified that the renter was to be out on June 1.  Korsgaden will address concern with the land owners.
