Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and  Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman Russell Johnsrud at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the Continued Road Meeting minutes of June 13, 2013.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of June 13, 2013.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Discussion was held regarding the second half payment to Hubbard County SWCD.  Schmid voiced that he felt payment should be made as he knows that both Boulder Lake and Long Lake have had boat inspection staff attending.  Goeden would like payment to be mailed after documentation of services is provided as was previously requested by letter from Henrietta Township.  He would like to see how many hours were spent at each site.  Schmid will talk to Nate Sitz for documentation.  Goeden made a motion to mail second half of payment after documentation is received.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Heavy rains caused wash outs which needed lots of gravel and repair.  A lift of gravel was placed on 209th Avenue before the chloride was put on.  All the gravel from the Kotowski gravel pit has been used.  All the driveways were fixed on Dogwood Road.  Black dirt was put on the shoulders, it was drug, seeded and mulch was laid as needed.  A homeowner called Ralph regarding a problem with sand washing down the driveway on Deer View Road.  This area was cleaned up and fixed at this time.  There were big wash outs on Enchanted Circle which took several load of gravel.  Winters reported a driveway problem which was fixed with gravel.  Clarification was given about a driveway on Cliff Road on 170th Street.    
Johnsrud reported that there was a complaint on Day Spring Drive by the turn at Timberlane where the road is a little different color.  Ralph will dig out holes and fix top.

Johnsrud reported that all chloride has been applied at this time and the weeds were sprayed this month.

Pearson Brothers submitted a quote regarding township road maintenance.  Roads #1through #4 at 68,992 square yards at $1.18 per square yard for the amount of $81,410.56.  Roads #5 through #6 at 14,080 square yards at $1.18 per square yard for the amount of $16,614.40.  Total of all roads in the amount of $98,024.96.  
Ralph gave an estimate of about $9,000 to rebuild  Dogwood Road from end of tar to 164th Street.  (Working around the utilities adds to the cost.), an estimate to rebuild 164th Street from 169th Avenue to 173rd Avenue at $10,000, and an estimate to rebuild area on 210th Street where it drifts bad including a new culvert at $8,000 with stump removal and general maintenance at additional coat of $400-$500.
Day Spring Road was discussed with the possibility of not doing the first ½ mile as this part of the road is good.  Dovetail Road is shared with Hubbard and Todd townships, therefore the cost for Henrietta Township would be about $3,000.  

Nasser made a motion to do all six roads, minus the first part of Day Spring Road.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid made a motion to have Ralph do Dogwood Road this month.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser make a motion to accept the quote from Pearson Brothers contingent on written papers being received with the same quote as listed previous during the meeting.  Johnsrud seconded.  Johnsrud will contact Hubbard and Todd townships regarding Dovetail Road.  Johnsrud will contact Pearson Brothers to have contract drawn up.  Motion called and carried.
There was no public comment.

OLD BUSINESS
Johnsrud reported that the Planning Commission recommend that there should be a public meeting held regarding the Ordinance Amendment-Overlay District.  The Planning Commission will post and publish as required.  He then directed the Board to the June and July minutes from the Planning Commission.  Schmid made a motion to proceed with their recommendation for a public hearing to be held on August 6, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. at the Henrietta Town Hall.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud reported on the meetings with the City of Park Rapids in regards to the possible annexation amendment.  The City of Park Rapids asked him for an inventory of non-conforming structures in that area.  He reported approximately ten trailer homes.  He will keep the Town Board advised of any update.  

The discussion of a possible Drop Box at the Town Hall was tabled to next meeting.
The emails received from Kathie Jensen regarding the Cemetery were discussed.  Frank Kruft is in charge of the cemetery.  If something is to be moved or changed it should go through Frank.  Schmid will talk to Frank about the emails received and report back to the next meeting or ask Frank to attend the next meeting to clarify the issue.
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NEW BUSINESS  
Discussion was held regarding an IRS notice received in regards to the first quarter 2013 941 payroll return.  Nasser made a motion to give Deb Anderson, as clerk, permission to talk directly to the IRS as needed to resolve this issue.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The Continued Annual Meeting is scheduled for August 8, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Hall.  This will be published and posted.

Gary Korsgaden gave a verbal report in addition to his written zoning administrator report.  The Board directed him to talk with the City of Park Rapids in regards to the Township’s concerns with the Conditional Permit for C&D Scribed Homes.  Concerns were voiced regarding the number of unlicensed vehicles sitting on the property and the general appearance of the area.  The Conditional Permit was read which states the guidelines for the permit being issued and it was felt that these guidelines were not being followed.  It is felt that the township and/or the City of Park Rapids need to be proactive because there is a letter of concern already in the file.  Gary K will talk with the City of Park Rapids as to whether they want to use their jurisdiction as this area falls in the annexation guidelines or if they want the township to proceed.  Gary K will report back at the next meeting.  
Gary K asked the Board about future permits in the proposed annexation area.  The Board directed Gary K to write a permit if the City of Park Rapids referred a landowner to him.  

The June and July minutes of the Planning Commission were previously reviewed.
