The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.   Sanquist mentioned they did some sign repair, they also did some brush cutting around some signs. They cleaned the sand out of a driveway on Deer View.  They made a new ditch where Kruft’s are going to put in a new driveway.  Sanquist mentioned there was a hole in the tar on 209th, fixed with cold mix.  Over the last month they had 28 ¾ hours of blading roads.  They took up tar on 219th, gravel looked good under, by the time it was scarified and the tar mixed into the road, it turned into a rock pile.  Sanquist mentioned they put one 10 yard load of class 1 road material on the end of 2 driveways.  
Zoning Administrator report:  Mia Long inquired about a person living at Midwest Molding, Korsgaden assured her the person is not living there. Korsgaden mentioned the person is now moving to Moorhead.  
Assessor Report:  Penny Vikre was in attendance to address the Board. Vikre mentioned they will be reassessing NE sections, 1, 2, 3.4, 9, 10 11, (including Dorset), 12, also bringing in section 14.  Vikre and Peterson have submitted a bill to correct payments made in 2018.  Vikre stated that in the past, Hubbard County has provided them with record counts, and these records have fluctuated somewhat, however, the difference has usually been insignificant.  This year, the difference was significant, which is the reason for the corrected bill.  Vikre mentioned her records show in 2016, they billed $22,624, in 2017-$21,900, in 2018-$21,021, this year the billing should have been over $22,000.  Vikre is proposing modifying the contract and do a lump sum, to be paid out quarterly.  The Board asked Vikre to come up with a new proposal and present to the Board.  Vikre agreed to come up with a proposal and submit to the Board.

Update on property cleanup on 169th Ave:  Gary Korsgaden gave the Board an update on the cleanup.  Korsgaden mentioned things are progressing slowly.   Johnsrud mentioned it is improving drastically.  DeLaHunt mentioned when the clean up is all done and it meets expectations, there should be discussion held with the property owners as to what is expected of the property owners moving forward.  Schmid mentioned that Korsgaden should feel free to pass complaints to the Board members.
