The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Schmid made a motion to approve the Minutes of June 8, 2017.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report. Goeden made a motion to accept report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.   Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist. Sanquist mentioned that they graded roads this past month.  A load of tar was received from Wadena and they fixed blow outs on 219th.  Sanquist mentioned they would like to fix 200th and Dovetail also.  There were 2 blow outs that were caused by Anderson’s trucks on 209th Ave, these were repaired with gravel.  They cut brush on Enchanted Circle access and some by the cul de sac.  Johnsrud mentioned that if there is road damage, whoever is doing the damage needs to reimburse Sanquist or reimburse the Township.  Johnsrud mentioned that he understood that Anderson Brothers hauled out of Sanquist’s pit and did some damage to 209th, Sanquist verified this.  Johnsrud also mentioned that he had requests for chloride on the road, since there is a lot of traffic with hauling out of 3 pits.  Johnsrud contacted the County and added the chloride on the road.  Johnsrud also mentioned there was a fairly large project and about 7500 ton of gravel will be hauled from the Barrett gravel pit and asked the board how to address damage to the roads in the future.  Ralph Sanquist mentioned that 

the contractor was contacted and was told he will have to repair if there is damage.   Schmid made a motion to send a bill to Anderson Bros to fix the damage done on 209th Ave. to include material plus labor.  Goeden seconded. Motion called and carried.  
 Sanquist also mentioned that the trailer that was in Tim Pearson’s field has been moved.  
DeLaHunt mentioned he had a call about mowing.  DeLaHunt questioned where Ray Ball has mowed.  Johnsrud mentioned it is just the top cut at this time. Johnsrud will follow up with Ray Ball.  
Johnsrud mentioned that spraying has been done.

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report. Korsgaden mentioned he made a visit to McBrady’s property, he is comfortable that nobody is living there, but will continue to visit the property.  Discussion was held concerning the Kruft property. This will be put the agenda for next meeting. Schmid mentioned there is a driveway on the old Brown property,  Korsgaden mentioned that he has not received a permit for a driveway.  It was determined that the permit would have gone through the County.   
Public Comment:  Sue Tostenson was present at the meeting and presented her bond, insurance, and license.  She mentioned that she is not living on the property,  however, there is a trailer there, for rest room purposes. The business hours are 10-6. The business name is Park Rapids Metal Recycling.  She was asked to maintain a fence and make sure the garbage is picked up.  Schmid mad a motion to approve the license for Park Rapids Metal Recycling.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.


OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Barb Lehman and Kathie Lehman were present at the meeting to address the board.  They are going to have some rip rap along the shoreline, and were concerned if the township is going to do any changes on the shoreline at the access.  Johnsrud mentioned they will be doing some minor changes to allow for fire department access.  Johnsrud is working with the County on a grant to make it so a pumper can get to the lake.  Johnsrud mentioned the process will be a longer one, not sure when it will be done.  Johnsrud told them to give him a call before the landscaper does any work.  Lehman thanked the Board for addressing their concerns.  

Air conditioner, roof repair:  Goeden spoke to contractor this week, they are running behind.  Goeden is hopeful that it will be done in July.
Lights on flag pole and Flag pole install:  New flag pole should be installed on Friday, July 14. The pole is in the ground.  Johnsrud mentioned trees should be trimmed.  
Enchanted Drive: Working on a grant.  There is nothing new at this point. 


NEW BUSINESS

Review of summer short course:  Good information, did not like the time of the event. 

Wadena Asphalt was not included in the bills approved earlier in the meeting.  Johnsrud mad a motion to pay Wadena Asphalt bill.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried. 

Sealed bid opening: One bid received from Pearson Brothers Inc.  It was verified  all required documentation was included.   Bid amount from Pearson Brothers was $95,295.20.     It was noted that the dates on the bid were incorrect, Johnsrud will contact Pearson concerning this.  Johnsrud asked for the approval to negotiate with Pearson to include 170th for seal coat as discussed below.   DeLaHunt made a motion to approve Pearson bid with date correction and authorize Johnsrud to negotiate with Pearson Brothers to seal coat 170th.  Schmid seconded.   Motion called and carried.  
Johnsrud mentioned there have been complaints about 170th, east of Hafners. Discussion was held concerning a proposal from Sanquist to rip up, haul away, and put class 1 on the road to prepare for chip and tar. The proposal from Sanquist for this work was $17,000.00.  The board discussed whether the materials could be reclaimed and put back on the road.   DeLaHunt made a motion to approve repairing 170th east of 169th reclaiming as much as possible to prepare for seal coat. Nasser Seconded.  Motion called and carried.
