The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist. Roads are bladed every time it rains or when they can.  They dug out sink holes on west side of Long Lake and will asphalt after they settle.  Trees were removed at the junction of 180th and County 11 as discussed on the road tour. They patched holes in tar and chip roads.  Johnsrud and Sanquist toured the roads that will be sealed and they picked out a few more spots that should be done.  When tar is brought in, they will also fix the shoulder spots.  Sanquist mentioned when patching on 200th, a resident stopped him and was concerned about the four wheeler spots on the road.  Sanquist mentioned that they did repair them.   They also graveled at the end of the Boulder access.  Sanquist mentioned there is a spot where there is a trailer house, there is a lip from the driveway to tar and chip, this keeps breaking off, and he would like to put some gravel on to this road. Schmid mentioned if using part of a load put some gravel into the hole near Itasca Mantrap. 

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.   Monday zoning process working good, but will drop it after this Monday.  He mentioned he is starting to visit properties to verify measurements before putting into file.  Korsgaden asked if the Zoning application could be put on the website.  Clerk will work on modifying the form and it will be brought to the Planning Commission for recommendation to the board.  

Public Comment: Larry Roberts representing Long Lake Area Association was present and presented a hand out to the board members. Long Lake is now officially designated as an infested lake.  There will be posting by the DNR on the north and south access points. He mentioned smaller access points may be up to the Townships to post.  The Association will keep the Township posted on anything else that comes up on this.

Goeden suggested to wait and see if the new roof vent helps the problem, if it continues, additional steps may be needed.
