The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of July 12, 2018.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Goeden made a motion to approve the Special meeting minutes of June 26, 2018 and July 12, 2018.  Second by Schmid. Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.
Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Second by DeLaHunt.  Motion called and carried.
The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Sanquist mentioned that they bladed some of the township roads.  The chloride roads 209 and 170th, they bladed and rolled with a rubber tired roller.  The roads need to be bladed again, getting dry.  Rain caused several wash outs on roads, Emerald Circle, Enchanted Drive, Ferndale Loop, and 209th.  Johnsrud and Sanquist looked at different projects that need to be done, those will be done this next month.  Johnsrud mentioned he had a call on Echo Drive and Echo Lane, residents claiming they did not get chloride, it was verified that they did get chloride, but at a lower rate because of the lake.  Johnsrud mentioned that there is a fair amount of tree removal to be done.  One or 2 spots with thistles in the ditch are going to be taken care of by Sanquist.  Spraying has not yet been done by the County. 


Zoning Administrator report:  Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator report.  Korsgaden mentioned it has not been real busy. There will be 2 public meetings scheduled for September 4, 2018.  Korsgaden visited the Wilson’s on 169th, he mentioned the County is working to get things cleaned up.  Korsgaden asked if there was anything else the Board would like him to do.   Korsgaden stated he has not reissued the permit and mentioned there are tents there now, which is concerning.   DeLaHunt mentioned it is moving very slow, and the Board may have to decide what is a reasonable amount of time to get things cleaned up. DeLaHunt provided to the Board members a copy of MN Statutes,  DeLaHunt stated the trailer is more than likely in violation of MN Statutes.  DeLaHunt mentioned that moving forward, any time someone is doing something like that, we need to make sure it meets MN Statutes.  DeLaHunt mentioned to perhaps pass a resolution to force the County address it in a certain amount of time. Korsgaden will contact the County and get an update from them, this will be passed on to the Board.  Johnsrud mentioned to get a proposed end date from the County.  
 Korsgaden discussed a proposal to change to a parcel (John Holler) from Residential R1 to Ag/Forest and another property (BJT Properties, LLC)from Ag/Forest to Commercial. Discussion was held concerning the requests and how to publish.   The notice published will include the use of the property along with the rezoning request.  The public hearings will be scheduled for September 4, 2018, one at 6:00pm, then other at 7:00pm with Planning Commission meeting to follow at 8:00pm. 
Assessor Report:  Penny Vikre and Mark Peterson were in attendance to present an amended contract to the Board.  Schmid asked if there was an ending date on the contract, it was verified that there is not an ending date, it is reviewed as needed.  Vikre mentioned that the term of the contract is annual.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept the amended contract.  Second by Goeden.  Motion called and carried.
OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Johnsrud mentioned the project is virtually done, bills to pay tonight, and final report will be possibly going in on Friday. Johnsrud stated reimbursement should be coming back soon.  Johnsrud mentioned everything he has heard is good.  Korsgaden mentioned there was brush pushed into the woods,  Johnsrud mentioned the Township will take care of it.  Mailboxes will be taken care of by Sanquist.  
Update on property cleanup on 169th Ave:  See Zoning Administrator Report above. 
219th Avenue update: Johnsrud mentioned that Sanquist broke up chip and tar, rolled. Nevis Township wanted to pick rock and put gravel in, rock has been picked,  Next step is to put in ditches, Sanquist will give a bid to do this, then it will be graveled. The graveling will be done by Cumber’s, approved at the July meeting.
