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Attendance:  Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Perry Melbo, Gary Nasser, Dacle Schmid, Jr., Tina Melott and Ann Lempola
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnsrud at 7:00p.m., followed by the pledge of allegiance.  
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of August 8, 2019 as presented.   Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Tina Melott presented the Treasurer report. Goeden made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as presented.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser made a motion to approve bills, claim numbers 9728 thru 9760 and 11 payroll claims submitted.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud requested an amendment to agenda number one under old business to read;  219th Avenue and other road issues.  Goeden made a motion to approve agenda as amended.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried. 
Todd Sanquist presented the road report.  Sanquist mentioned they bladed roads.  Johnsrud mentioned that he had a call about road conditions on Echo Drive.  Schmid mentioned there was a tree down on Friendship Drive, looked like it had been cleaned up already.  Discussion was held concerning holes in the turning radius on 170th and County 6.  Johnsrud mentioned that is a County issue and he will speak with them.    
Zoning Administrator report:  Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  Korsgaden mentioned it was a busy month.  Korsgaden mentioned the cost of aerial photos of the gravel pits are $1.00 each at the court house and  approximately $2.85 to print off pictures of entrance to gravel pits.  Korsgaden stated the buildings that were in question on the road tour are skids and could be moved.  Korsgaden mentioned a trailer has been brought into the property at 21406  and 21364 200th Street (Lampl property).  Korsgaden will visit the site and report back to the board.   Korsgaden stated there were 2 subdivision splits that did not have road access, county and township rejected both of these.  Goeden asked about the requirements for splitting a property into 2 parcels, Korsgaden mentioned that it is required by the County.   Schmid asked Korsgaden to check with the Sheriff’s office concerning the Lampl property.   Schmid made a motion to print plow Korsgaden to print off photos of gravel pits.  Goeden second.  Motion called and carried. 
Discussion was held concerning sign placement on roadways.  This will be put on the agenda in October. 

OLD BUSINESS
219th Avenue and other road issues: Johnsrud mentioned bids for bituminous will be tentatively let on December 16.  Todd Sanquist mentioned there is a dangerous intersection at 170th and 219th.  Johnsrud will investigate if the intersection could be lowered or make a 4 way stop before it is tarred.  Johnsrud will contact Tom Walz from Nevis Township concerning the issue.  
Johnsrud mentioned there is an issue on 210th Street, blacktop is cut back due to 4 wheelers coming up out of the ditch.  Johnsrud has met with the County, discussing whether this problem could be a pilot project, perhaps using concrete planking or plastic planking to fix the issue. Goeden requested that Johnsrud get a quote for the project first.  
Johnsrud mentioned the full mowing will start the last week in September or first week in October.  
Johnsrud stated that the Boulder Lake Access Road has had preliminary surveying done.  Johnsrud would like to put together letters of support from property owners and from the Township.  Clerk will research who is the Boulder Lake Association contact person.  The only investment for the Township on this project will be the engineering.  Johnsrud mentioned that October 1 should be a target date  to get the information in.  
Johnsrud mentioned there is a water issue on the north end of Deer View Road, which was originally outside the project area.  A culvert will need to be put in, water is washing across a driveway.  
Zoning Administrator contract:  Zoning Administrator contract was presented and signed by Gary Korsgaden. 
Propane tank in the right of way on Elmwood Circle:  Schmid will go out to the property and check to see if it has been removed. 
Planning Commission gravel pits:  Larry Roberts was present to discuss the gravel pit review that is being done by the Planning Commission. Larry Roberts mentioned each letter to gravel pit owners will need to be custom designed, since they are different.  Roberts stated that there are a few pits that they are not sure are active at this point, and some are possibly not in compliance with the original plan.  Roberts mentioned they want to look at aerial photos and compare them to photos taken last week to see if there has been any improvement.  Roberts mentioned this has been a longer project than expected.  Roberts mentioned there are 12 pits for sure, maybe 13 to send letters to. Roberts mentioned a copy of the ordinance will be included with the letters.   Korsgaden will be the contact for questions when the letters go out. 
Hubbard County Township Association Meeting:   Meeting will begin at 7:30pm on Monday, September 16 at the Henrietta Town Hall.  Request for Supervisors to arrive at 6:45, this will give time to set up.

Hubbard County Assessor’s office request for building permits: The Hubbard County Assessor’s Office is asking for permits for 2019.  Korsgaden mentioned they are going to put on a map, then the assessors can look at it and determine where the permit was written.   Schmid made a motion to allow Korsgaden to provide the information and reimburse Korsgaden for time.  Nasser second. Motion called and carried. 
Hubbard County Planning Commission meeting: Notice of Meeting to be held on September 23, 2019 at 6:00pm was reviewed.  Discussion was held concerning the request by Niemeyer on the agenda.   Korsgaden will investigate.  
Review Consolidated Liability Coverage:  Schmid made a motion to pay the bill for Liability Insurance.  Second by Goeden.   Motion called and carried.  
Nasser made a motion to adjourn.  Second by Melbo.  Motion called and carried.
