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Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, Dacle Schmid, Jr., and Ann Lempola
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.
Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of August 9, 2018, July 23 and continued minutes from July 23, held on August 9, 2018.   Second by Johnsrud.  Motion called and carried.
Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer report.  Goeden made a motion to approve the Treasurer report as amended.  Second by Schmid.  Motion called and carried.
Nasser made a motion to approve the bills.  Second by Johnsrud.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Second by Nasser.  Motion called and carried.
The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Sanquist mentioned that they bladed roads, they replaced a zoning sign on the end of Dakota Beach Road.  Enchanted Drive had a dead jack pine, they cut that out of the way.  There was a washout on 210, water followed down the edge of blacktop, fixed that today (Thursday).  Cleaned up debris on 204th, from car accident.  They raised up 4 mailboxes on Deer View, brought in some black dirt, and made a small turn.  . Johnsrud mentioned the full cut in road ditches will be starting next week.  Johnsrud spoke with Sanquist about a number of trees that need to be removed, these will be taken care of.  

Zoning Administrator report:  Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator report.  Korsgaden mentioned he is getting a lot of requests for subdivisions, this puts him in a difficult position, because they have to be referred to a surveyor.  Korsgaden will get a list of surveyors and provide that with the inquiries.  Korsgaden asked the board how to handle soft storage buildings, are they permanent or portable.  If they are permanent, they need a permit, if portable, no permit is needed.  If considered permanent, what parameters are used to determine.  Korsgaden’s recommendation would be to consider them permanent.  Goeden mentioned according to the definition they would be considered permanent. The board agreed they should be considered permanent.  Korsgaden stated the sign ordinance has been clarified, if it’s a permanent sign, they need a permit, if it’s temporary, a permit is not needed.  Follow up on CUP for  Dally Dog Kennel, this is reviewed on an annual basis. Korsgaden stated they have abided well, few complaints were addressed.  Korsgaden also mentioned they may be adding on.
Public comment: Property owner, Scott Olson addressed the Board, asking for part of Fortune Drive to be plowed in the winter.  Olson mentioned the neighborhood has been plowing to this point.  Johnsrud responded that it is a private road and this legally cannot be done by the Township.  Johnsrud stated that they could petition to make it a township road, and recommended that they go to the Henrietta Township website and get the specs to bring the road up to township specs.   

OLD BUSINESS
Deer View Road:  Johnsrud mentioned that the maintenance agreement has been signed.  Johnsrud stated he would like to go out before winter and do some touch up on a few spots that are seeded a little bit light.  The final payment to Burski will be made as soon as they sign the final paperwork and send back to the Township.  
Update on property cleanup on 169th Ave:  Korsgaden talked to Josh at Hubbard County, he will draft a letter, requesting the Wilson’s get rid of the debris.  Korsgaden stated the next issue is the Township can’t issue a permit, as the taxes have not been paid.  DeLaHunt mentioned if they are in violation, then it’s up to the County to site the violation.   DeLaHunt mentioned Township could push the County’s timeline to act sooner.  DeLaHunt stated the Township is not in a great position, since we gave a permit and revoked the permit.  DeLahunt mentioned that we have to rely on the County Ordinance to address the problem.  DeLaHunt made a motion to table for another 30 days.  Second by Johnsrud.  Motion called and carried.
219th Avenue update:  Johnsrud spoke with Nevis Township, and Nevis has accepted the estimate from Sanquist Construction. The estimate includes ditching, cutting culverts, installing culverts, building up the road, silt fence, also importing some top soil. The invoices will be billed separately to Nevis and Henrietta and are split 50/50.  Henrietta Township’s portion would be $14,250.00.  After this work is done, Cumber’s would then put gravel on the road.  Johnsrud stated the next phase will be getting ready for the bid next spring for blacktop.  Goeden asked about any DNR items or SWCD,  Johnsrud verified the project is not going into any wetlands, putting a ditch so the water is no longer running down the road, going into the ditch.  DeLaHunt made a motion to approve the estimate from Sanquist Construction for Henrietta’s portion of the invoice.  Nasser second.  Motion called and carried.  
Zoning request-John Holler:  DeLaHunt read the findings from the Planning Commission concerning the property.  Nasser made a motion to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to re-zone from Resdidential R-1 to Ag-Forest.  Goeden second.  Motion called, Schmid opposed.  Motion carried.  
Zoning request-BJT Properties:  DeLaHunt read the findings from the Planning Commission concerning the property.  Goeden made a motion to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to re-zone from Ag-Forest to Commercial. Johnsrud second.  Motion called and carried.  Schmid abstain. 
Zoning Administrator contract:  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Zoning Administrator contract for Gary Korsgaden.   Schmid second.  Motion called and carried.  
Snowplowing and Sanding contract:  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the snowplowing and sanding contract for Sanquist Construction.  Schmid second.   Motion called and carried. 

NEW BUSINESS

Dorset Snowy Owls 4-H Club:  Kimberly Knack thanked the board for the use of the facility for the 4-H meetings for the Dorset Snowy Owls 4-H Club.  They have 8 families with 15 4-H members. Knack mentioned the club’s banner that is hanging in the town hall was presented at the State Fair.  October marks new 4-H year and with the success of the Snowy Owls would like to again ask the Henrietta Town Board for the use of the facility on the second Monday of each month at 6:00pm.  As a community project, the club would like to put up a free little library outside the town hall, which would be up May through September.   Knack also mentioned a Community Garden is another possibility next year.  Knack stated that due to the success of Dorset Snowy Owls, they have been asked to start a specialty club.   The specialty club would be a club to teach specifics for raising rabbits and poultry for their commercial uses.  The 4-H club would like to ask for use of the town hall for meetings on the third Thursday of each month from 6-8pm for the meetings for this new specialty club.  Schmid made a motion for the Dorset Snowy Owls to use the town hall at no fee.  Nasser second.  Motion called and carried.   
Hubbard County Planning Commission/Board of Adjustment:  Meeting will be held September 24, 2018 at 6:00pm.  There is a Henrietta Township property on the agenda, Bolton Conditional Use Permit.  DeLaHunt asked if there were any comments on this issue, no comments were brought forth from those in attendance.  DeLaHunt mentioned he and Johnsrud went to the property, and came to an agreement with Chris Bolton that the access area should not be mowed with the exception of a six foot wide swath from the west edge of the Township property line forward to the tree line. The Township would do any and all mowing in the actual access point when it’s needed.  Johnsrud stated they met with Environmental Services on site at the same time.   Goeden made a motion to send a letter to Chris Bolton and Hubbard County Environmental Services confirming all of the information that was discussed.  Nasser second.  Motion called and carried.  
DeLaHunt mentioned that Enchanted Drive is maybe not the place for large RVs to come in and out, Emerald Island Circle road could handle it.  Johnsrud mentioned the County Planning Commission and the County Environmental Services, has control over this issue, the Township’s only real concerns are the road.  Schmid made a motion to send a letter to Environmental Services addressing these concerns.   Goeden second.  Motion called and carried.  
CD Investment renewal at Citizens National Bank:  Johnsrud made a motion to renew the 12 month Certificate of Deposit at Citizens National Bank.  Nasser second.  Motion called and carried.  
DS200 Voting machine storage:  Schmid made a motion to store DS200 voting machine in the store room.  DeLaHunt second.  Motion called and carried. 
Anderson Brothers request to reduce the amount of the performance bond on the Voss Pit:  Letter received from Anderson Brothers was reviewed by the Board.  Goeden moved to table to next meeting for further research.  Nasser second.  Motion called and carried. 
Nasser made a motion to adjourn, second by Goeden.
