The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the pledge of allegiance.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist. Most of the chloride roads were graded, then had the roller go behind the blade to pack down.  They did some sweeping to get ready for Pearson Bros.  They Placed 30 cubic yards of class 1 on various roads and intersections.  They patched the holes that were dug out near Hafner’s, and got them ready for Pearson Bros.  They broke up spots along shoulders and cut brush and trees on different roads.  Discussion was held concerning striping on 200th Street. Goeden made a motion to authorize Russ to look into striping 200th Street.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Sanquist mentioned he drove to 209th, and said the tar there needs another seal coat.  Johnsrud mentioned this will be potential project for next year.  


Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  The owners of the property next to the Molding Company, inquired about a request to change the classification to allow someone to live in this building.  Korsgaden cautioned the board on making the recommendation, as it is hinging on the sale of the property.  Goeden mentioned this does not fit into the long range plan, Korsgaden will respond with this information.  Building permits have slowed down, he is measuring and verifying.   There have been some signs encroaching on the roads, he has addressed these as he can.  
Public Comment: Lee and Sherry Hammer were present to address the board concerning Echo Lane.  Lee mentioned they have been in this area since 1976.  They are wondering if they could be on the agenda to do chip and oil surface.  He mentioned when it rains, the road gets slimy.   Johnsrud explained that this road is not a connector route.  DeLaHunt mentioned we would have to justify the expense, because it not a connector route.  Hammer mentioned he appreciates the work that is being done, but would appreciate if the board would consider it in the future.  The board suggested that Hammer address the Nevis Township board also.  This will be put on the road tour agenda for 2018.  Hammer also mentioned that when they come up in the Winter, they can’t get into their driveway.  Also, when they are here about May1st, there are some piles at the end of their driveway.  Ralph Sanquist said he will make the drivers more aware of this and will send someone out to take care of this before they arrive in May.  The Board thanked the Hammer’s for attending the meeting.
