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(MGAOC) and Groundwater Area of Concern (GWAOC) with respect to this landfill as shown
on the maps attached hereto as exhibits. Development within the identified MGAOC and
GWAOC must be restricted in order to protect public safety from methane gas and contaminated
groundwater. The LCP requires the MPCA to develop a land use plan for the closed landfill and
Minnesota Statutes, section 115B.412 of the LCP requires the Township to incorporate the land
use plan and information it receives from the MPCA into its land use plan. The Township has
established a Closed Landfill Overlay District in its zoning ordinance that applies to land wholly
or partially within the MGAOC or the GWAOC. Uses allowed within the overlay district are
necessarily subject to greater limitations than would otherwise apply in the underlying zoning
district in order to protect public safety. Owners of land within the overlay district are strongly
encouraged to contact the MPCA to learn more about the potential impacts and concerns
associated with the closed landfill as well as the limitations imposed on development within
those areas.

Article VI. Incorporation of Amendments. The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed
to incorporate these amendments into the text of the Henrietta Township Zoning Ordinance and
into the Henrietta Township Comprehensive Plan, post them as the respective official versions of
the ordinance and plan on the Township’s website, and to complete the required Ordinance
formalities.

Article VII. Effective Date. This ordinance shall be effective upon the first day of publication
after adoption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby determines to
publish the following summary language, which is hereby approved, in lieu of publishing the full text of
the Ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE HENRIETTA TOWNSHIP
ZONING ORDINANCE AND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN REGARDING
THE CLOSED PICKETT LANDFILL AND HOME OCCUPATIONS

The Town Board of Henrietta Township adopted Ordinance No.Z£13-61 to amend its zoning
ordinance to create a closed landfill overlay district, impose restrictions applicable to properties within
the methane gas area of concern and the groundwater area of concern identified by the Minnesota
Pollution Control Agency, amend provisions related to home occupations, and to make certain minor
corrections. Properties in the new overlay district are subject to restrictions established specifically for
the district, those applicable to the underlying zoning district, and those imposed in the MPCA land use
plan.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE HENRIETTA
TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE AND COMPREHENSIVE
PLAN REGARDING THE CLOSED PICKETT LANDFILL

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Henrietta ordains:

Article I. Definition. Article I, Division 10, Section 10-030 of the Henrietta Township Zoning
Ordinance is amended by adding a new definition as follows:

Closed Landfill Overlay District — An overlay district that encompasses the land in and around
the closed Pickett Landfill that is identified by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency as being
within the identified Methane Gas Area of Concern or the Groundwater Area of Concern
associated with the landfill. Land within the district is subject to the provisions of this Ordinance
applicable to the underlying zoning district, the provisions in this Ordinance applicable to the
closed landfill overlay district, and to the land use plan developed and administered by the
Minnesota Pollution Control Agency for the area.

Article II. Zoning Districts. Article II, Division 20 of the Henrietta Township Zoning
Ordinance is hereby amended by adding the double underlined material as follows:

DIVISION 20: ZONING DISTRICTS
The Township is hereby divided into the following zoning districts as shown below. These

zoning districts are created in order to promote the orderly development of land within Henrietta
Township.

Article III. Overlay District. Article II of the Henrietta Township Zoning Ordinance is hereby
amended by adding a new Division 60 as follows:
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DIVISION 60: CLOSED LANDFILL (CL) OVERLAY DISTRICT
SECTION 60-010 Purpose and Intent

The Closed Landfill Overlay District (CL Overlay District) is intended to protect the public
health, safety and general welfare of the community by informing the public about the risks to
current and future land owners regarding the use of land within the Minnesota Pollution Control
Agency (MPCA) identified Methane Gas Area of Concern (MGAOC) and Groundwater Area of
Concern (GWAOC) associated with closed mixed solid waste (MSW) landfills, as identified on
the Long-Term Care List of State-Permitted, Mixed Municipal Solid Waste Closed Landfills
under Minnesota Statutes, section 115B.412, subdivision 9. Methane gas is an odorless gas
produced as waste decomposes which may be explosive in confined spaces such as basements.
Furthermore, establishment of the CL Overlay District is also intended to comply with the
Township’s obligation to be consistent with the Minnesota Landfill Clean Up Program
(Minnesota Statutes, sections 115B.39 to 115B.445) and the related land use plan and regulations
established by the MPCA for the area around the closed landfill. The MPCA is required to
develop and provide certain information to local units of government related to some landfill
facilities. To the extent the Township receives such information, the owners of the lots within
the CL Overlay District may request a copy of the information. Nothing in this Division shall be
construed or interpreted as the Township assuming responsibility for the administration or
enforcement of the Minnesota Landfill Clean Up Program or of the MPCA’s land use plan or
regulations.

SECTION 60-020 Scope and Classification

The CL Overlay District is established for those lots located in whole or in part within the
MPCA identified MGAOC and GWAOC associated with closed MSW landfills, as identified on
the Long-Term Care List of State-Permitted, Mixed Municipal Solid Waste Closed Landfills
established pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 115B.412, subdivision 9. The Pickett
Landfill is currently the only MSW landfill in the Township identified on the list. The CL
Overlay District shall overlay the zoning districts established by this Ordinance so that any
parcel of land within the CL Overlay District shall also lie in an established zoning district. All
uses shall meet the requirements of the regulations for the zoning district in which such use is
located, and, in addition, such uses shall be required to meet the requirements of this overlay
district. No permits may be issued, and no approvals may be made, until such necessary
requirements of this Division have been met.

SECTION 60-030 Standards

Lots located within the CL Overlay District are subject to the requirements of the Minnesota
Landfill Clean Up Program (Minnesota Statutes, sections 115B.39 to 115B.445, as amended),
the land use plan developed by the MPCA for the closed landfill area, the requirements of this
Division, and the requirements of the applicable underlying zoning district. The following
standards shall apply to lots within the CL Overlay District:
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A. Notice to MPCA. An applicant for any permit or other zoning permission within the CL
Opverlay District shall be responsible for notifying the MPCA of its request prior to
submitting its application to the Township. An application submitted to the Township shall
be deemed incomplete and shall not be processed unless it contains information indicating
the applicant notified the MPCA about the proposed use or structure that is subject of the
application.

B. Compliance. The use of land and the construction of, or improvement to, any structures
contained on land within the CL Overlay District are limited to, and shall conform with, the
most restrictive requirements of this Ordinance, the Minnesota Closed Landfill Program, and
the closed landfill use plan for the Picket Landfill developed by the MPCA. Owners within
the GWAOC are responsible for ensuring the proposed use does not alter normal
groundwater flows or accelerate the movement of contaminated groundwater. Any proposed
use within the GWAOC involving the establishment or expansion of a drinking water supply
shall be required to have a water test performed by an independent state-approved laboratory.
The test results must be included in the application submitted to the Township and the
proposed use or structure shall not be approved unless the test indicates the state drinking
water levels are met.

C. MPCA Controlled Property. Ifthe land within the CL Overlay District is owned by the
MPCA, or is subject to a remediation easement, covenant, or binding agreement with the
MPCA, no development shall occur on any portion of such land that is within the identified
MGAOC or the GWAOC.

D. Certain Uses Prohibited. The Township shall not issue a permit or other zoning approval for
any use prohibited by the MPCA land use plan developed for the area. The Township shall
also not issue a permit or other zoning approval for any use that, if allowed, would disturb
the integrity of the final cover, liners, any other components of any containment system, or
the function of any monitoring systems unless the use is found necessary in accordance with
Minnesota Statutes, section 115B.412, subdivision 9.

Article IV. Zoning Map. The Henrietta Township Zoning Map is hereby amended to include
the CL Overlay District. The Zoning Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to modify
the Zoning Map as needed to show the lots within the CL Overlay District in accordance with the
information provided by the MPCA. The amended map shall constitute the official Henrietta
Township Zoning Map.

Article V. Comprehensive Plan. The Henrietta Township Comprehensive Plan is hereby
amended by adding the following text at the end of the plan and attaching maps as exhibits to the
plan:
