Henrietta Township Planning Commission Public Hearing was called to order at 
5:00 PM by Chairman Larry Roberts with the pledge of allegiance.
Other members present were: Russell Johnsrud, Arnold Leshovsky, O’Dean 
Hokanson, Jon Larson and Wanita Nosbush
Meeting Guests:  Gary Korsgaden – see attached sign in sheet Attachment #1

Site visit was conducted at 4:30PM June 2, 2015.
Ben Ott, the builder of the proposed kennel gave a brief description to the 
public of the building design, state building codes, septic and well 
location and insulation process, for the 24 kennel dog boarding and grooming 
kennel.  The outside walk/play area will be on the south side of the 
building.  Not all dogs will be allowed out at the same time.  The building 
will have A/C and Heat and the kennels will be closed in the evening.  The 
kennel pens are 5’ x 12’ with a 4 foot partition wall between each kennel. 
They meet all setbacks for Ag/Forest Land Use.  Solid waste will be taken to 
the landfill, the same practice as the other kennels in the area.

Public input was heard from a number of neighbors; most comments were 
concerned with the peace and quiet that they currently enjoy and do not want 
disturbed.  They do not want a “puppy mill” breeding established at the 
kennel.  Noise from Zorba’s has been disruptive.   Expressions of wanting to 
be “good neighbors” by both parties was discussed.   Gary asked if there was 
some middle ground that could be reached and again noise and having the 
peace and quiet, that they are accustom to, was biggest concern.  Two 
written comments were read (see attachments 2A & 2B)  One phone call was 
received, again noise was main concern.

Motion made to adjourn at 6PM was made by Arnold, second by Jon; Motion 
passed.
