GENERAL INFORMATION:  Permits are required for structures (over 150 sq. ft.).  Permits are valid for a period of one-year (Building Contractor License Numbers are required for all building permits, other than construction by owner permits.  Minimum lot size requirements are recorded by the County Recorder subsequent to the May 2001 Zoning Ordinance.  The minimum Residential Lot Size requirements are as follows: 1) R1 – Two and a half (2.5) Acres; 2) RR – Five (5) Acres; 3) Ag Forest – Ten (10) Acres.  General Commercial Lot Size minimum is as follows:  One (1) Acre Minimum. Please check with the Hubbard County Environmental Services for any other permits, inspections, or approvals necessary.

Non-conforming sewage treatment systems shall be regulated and upgraded in accordance with the Hubbard County Zoning Ordinance standards as well.  Please notify all utility companies or any plans to excavate.  Please call Gopher State at:  1-800-252-1166.  The Henrietta Township Planning Commission and Board of Supervisors meet monthly.  Notices are posted at the Town Hall and at Johnson on the Water, Dorset, Minnesota.
Permit applications can be obtained by calling the Zoning Administrator.  Variance and Conditional Use meetings will be scheduled by the Zoning Administrator.

Please Note:  Henrietta Township is just one level of Government that regulates “Land Use”.  This permit is not all-inclusive.  You must contact all levels of Government, State, County, DNR, USDA, Soil, Water, and MN Health Department.  Your attorney may advise you of all governing agencies. 
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
